The above words are true and
we wish they would sink into the
consciousness of those farming the
tariff at Ottawa.

At the present moment
we are producing too many dark
mink which have very little quality
to recommend them. Most of these
mink are the by-product of our
mutation mink and the time is
rapidly approaching when we will
have to breed these mutation mink
pure or well we'll find the millstone
of these Hybrids of sufficient
weight to sink our ranching en-,
terprise. |

“We are treading on dangerous|
ground when we over produce on
a basically un-wanted quality of\
mink and try to jam it down the
market’s throat.Dumping .. The
early mink pelt markets have been
quite active and quite profitable for
those who patronized them in
the last few years. However for
the last two years the late mar-
kets were unsatisfactory and a
rush to get the mink pelts off for
the first sales has developed. In
the “past between 30 per cent and
40 per cent of the pelts offered
for sale during the month of De-
cember with bulk of mink offer-
ings being made in January. It
was estimated that last December
saw 80 per cent of the Canadian
crop offered and a similar rise In
percentage for the American crop
We feel thatthese precentages are
a little on the high side and they
serve to illustrate our panicky ten-
dency to dump pelts on the mar-
ket and our inability to realize
that this is another way to ruin
a profitable business.”
