Laundering is the next most

important’ task after meal pre-
paration,: ‘serving and clean-up.
Important factors for every wo-
man to consider are, therefore,

the size and activities of her fa-
mily her own’laundering habits
and the space limitations of her
home..
An automatic washer and dry-

number of rooms, but a laundry
complete with adequate work
and storage space should have
a minimum overall area of 8 x
10 feet.
A recent trend, is to bring. the

laundry upstairs. Possible laun-
dry locations listed in this pam-
phiet are as follows:,

BASEMENT
Advantages: Usually plenty of
space available.
Plumbing and other utility out-
lets often already located there.
Disadvantages: Usually too far
from other household activities.
Too many steps to climb, etc.
Requires special features such

as clothes chutes from bedroom
bath, and kitchen.

"ROOM ae
ges: .Ideal for small

basementless house. Usually
sufficient storage space. Water
heater often can be installed in  
 

Disadvantages: Often too
small in new homes.

| KITCHEN
Advantages: Convenient - most
of homemaker’s work can be
_centered in one area. Plumbing
cost relatively low - - use exist-
ing piping. Can be separated
from food preparation center
with partial wall, screen, count-
er peninsula.

Disadvantages: Usually diffi-
cult to provide adequate facili-
ties for all laundering needs. To
prevent moisture from collecting
in room, dryer should have an
exhaust to the outside.

FAMILY ROOM
Advantages: Extra use of avail

able space. Combine activities
can be close to family activities
while laundering.
Disadvantages: Depend on lo-
cation. Too muchtraffic and
many interruptions.

GARAGE OR CARPORT
Advantages: Takes advantage
of what might be wasted space..
Indoor space for drying on rainy
days if housewife doesn’t have
dryer. May be only spaceavail-
able in basementless house.
Disadvantages: Not good in
cold climates. May be very in-
convenient - - requires carrying
of laundry from house. Often
dusty - - equipment will probab-
ly need covers.

BATHROOM

Advantages: Saves: time and
steps - - wash is done where
most soiled things accumulate.

Advantages: May be convenient
Many mending jobs discovered
in ‘laundry.
