The United States participates
in this project because of the
great value the sockeye js to that
country as a fishing proposition on
the West Coast. The spawning
grounds of the Fraser River sook-
eye lie entirely in Canadian ter-
ritory. However, the maturing
adult sockeye on their way in to-
wards the mouth of the Fraser
from the ocean feeding grounds,
pass through American as well as
Canadian waters, and thus may
be taken by fishermen of both

countries. Under terms of the

Sockeye Salmon Treaty, the fish:
ermen of both countries are t¢
share equally in the allowablt
catch, in order to prevent oom:
petition and overfishing.

In 1913 the salmon wal
2.392,895 cases, Four years later the
paock was 559,702 cases, and by
1921 it was down to 142,508.
