In addition, four-engined North
Stars of the RCAF's 426 squadron,
have made some 600 round trips
in logistical support of UN opera-
tions In Korea.

Flying between Dorval, the west
coast and Tokyo, these transpori
planes also have carried 12,012
passengers, including a number of
wounded. All told, the RCAF said,
they have flown more than 6,000,-
000 miles without a major accident,
carrying more than 4,500,000 pounds
of cargo.

The Canadian Navy is repres-
ented by the destroyers Iroquols,
Huron and Crusader. Since the war
began RCN perspnnel have been
awarded 42 decorations for out-
standing service in Korea.
