He said
there is guilt somewhere. Some 60,000
drunkards are going down to death every

year. There is responsibility somewhere,
and we must not saddle it upon govern-
ments, or councile, or churches, but see if
we are not personally responsible for this
traffic. He was glad we md the Canada
Temperance Act here in our city, but it
was « f little use, except it was thoroughly
enforced. There are some strongholds
behind which the traffic is entrenched.

1. There is the folly of man. A bird
would be called silly for, going directly in
to the exposed traps, particularly when
other birds had been caught. Bnt what a
consummate fool man is to get into this
trap when he sees S0 many caught and
destroyed by it.

2. The license law. It is an outrage on
law to license liquor. If the business is
wrong it should not be licensed—if right it
should not Le restricted. But the very
fact of its restriction proves it is not right.

3. Supposed financial interest. Some

5. Appetite. Some say they do not
drink because they like it.
