During the 10 years end-
ing with 1872, while England reduced her
debt $175,000,000, Holland about $30,000,000,
and the United States $400,000,000, in five
years there was anincrease, in some cases
exceedingly large, in the debts of France,
llaly, Spain, Russia, Turkey, Austro—Hun- |
gary, Egypt, Brazil, Portugal and Peru, to
say nothing ofother nations which are com-
paratively small debtors. France has gone
deepest, increasing her liabitities by about
$2,500,000,000 in the decade. The Editor of
‘Fenn on the Funds,’ a well known book of
reference in England, estimates the toral in-
crease in the aggregate of national debts for
the years from 1862 to 1872, at nearly $10,-
000,000,000, while an additional sum of $5,-
606,000,000 is estimaied to have been raised
for joint stock companies. The figures nec-
essary to express the total volume of the
world’s indebtedness, public and private,
would represent a sum almost incomprehen-
sible.— Republic Magazine.
