If there are oil stains on the rug TOOTH DECAY

the best way to remove them is to
dampen a cloth with gasoline and
begin rubbing around the edge of
the stain, working toward the mid-
dle and changing to & clean por-
tion of the rag as one part becomes
soiled.

As I am a great believer in the
energy-giving  effects of sugar,
know how I liked candy myself as
a youngster, and remember the
hours of play made possible after
school by eating a slice of bread
and butter covered with brown or
white sugar, I feel sorry that cur
highest rseearch workers in den-
tistry show definitely that sugar is
the greatest single cause of tooth
decay.

The sugar left on the surfaces of
teeth works fast in causing decay
but if the teeth are brushed or
mouth rinsed out immediately
after eating sugar, decay can be
prevented. This is on the authority
of Dr. Massler, Professor of Pedo-
dontics (care of children’s teeth),
College of Dentistry, University of
Illinois. N
In “The Journal of the American
Dental Associaticn,” Dr. Leomard
S. Fosdicz, Northwestern Univer-
sity chemist, states that tooth de-
cay can be reduced 50 to 60 per
cent by the relatively simple pro-
cess of brushing or rinsing the
teeth immediately after eating.
Dr. Fosdick’s report on the bene-
fit of immediate brushing of the
teeth after eating is based on a
two-year research study conducted
by a group of dental investigators
among 946 men and women stud-
ents at Simpscn College, University
of Louisville and Drake, Emory
(Georgia) and Northwestern (T14-
nois) Universities. During the test
period, an experimental grocup of
523 students brushed their teeth
with a neutral tooth paste 10 min-
utes afer eating, or if that was im-
possible, rinsed their mouths thor-
oughly with water. The other 423
students served as a control group
and merely continued their usual
mouth hygiene habits, most of
them brushing their teeth upon
arising and before retiring.

X-ray examinaticns at the end
of the first year revealed that the
experimental group had developed
an average of only .8 new cavities
compared with 2.2 new cavities for
the control group, a reduction of
63 per cent. At the end of the sec-
ond year, X-ray examination re-
vealed that the experimental
grcup had 60 per cent fewer new
cavities than the control group.
Instead of trying to prevent
children from eating sugar and
candy, it would perhaps be better
for parents to see that their child-
ren rinsed out their mouths after
eating sugar and candy.
