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Liberal Discontent

Now that the Tory leadership
question has been settled—at least
for the pres ant—Ottawa commenta-
fors are hegummg to note, for a
¢hange, some ominous cloud patches
of discontent in the sunny Liberal
gky. We can’t see them at this dis-
tance, hut apparently they're visible
from Parliament Hill, where the
Press Gallery pundits congregate,
and where a watch is kept day and
night for political portents.

There have been complaints, it
fs said, in the Liberal Commons
caucus about the costly concessions
made to Premier Lesage. The tumult
has spilled out and onto the front
pages of Ontario papers, with sev-
eral MPs, like Stephen Otto of York
East and Lloyd Francis of Carleton
protesting in public.

Some of the Liberal MPs have
‘become worried to the point of in-
cautiously admitting that they may
be losing a few of their Ontario
geats in the politically impossible
task of keeping the Quebec Premier
satisfied.

A few of the more upset ones
even concede that if an election
were held now, not only wouldn’t
they pick up a seat between the
Manitoba line and the Rockies, but
would be in mortal peril of dropping
a few in Ontario and B.C.

What bothers them most,
though, is the suspicion that all
John Diefenbaker and his followers
have to do in the next year or 18
months is to sit tight, cut the cackle
among themselves and do nothing
about Quebec except utter, from
time to time, a few mild-mannered
remarks on the desirability of keep-
ing Canada in business as a 10-
province Confederation. According
to this line of reasoning, Liberal
‘backbenchers, worried over Mr.
Pearson’s newly-organized Quebec-
weighed Cabinet, will do all that
has to be done to tip the election
scales against them.

cation could then be made to the
official or department concerned,
and could also, if necessary, be made
in his report to Parliament.

The Ombudsman, in fact, would
have far wider and more direct
powers of investigation than are al-
lowed even to the Opposition in Par-
liament. Just here is where we be-
gin to have some misgivings, The
new official, unlike politicians, will
not be directly responsible to the
people, and it seems to he assumed
that for that reason he will be more
effective, if not more vigilant, as a
champion of the public weal.

In any case, the idea is gaining
ground. We note that the office was
recently established in New Zea-
land, and last September at the an-
nual conference of the Canadian
Bar Association, an Ombudsman was
recommended in the federal field.

Low Income Homes

According to the civic annual
reports, it is expected that definite
steps will be taken this year to es-
tablish a redevelopment program to
ease the housing shortage in Char-
lottetown. This program has been
mooted for the past ten years, and
it is high time it was beginning to
materialize.

One aspect of this problem,
which has caused concern in other
centres, will require to be given due
consideration here. That is the urg-
ent need for housing for low-
income people who are unable to
get into heavy debt. The matter was
stressed at a recent meeting of the
Urban Development Institute held
at Toronto, at which the charge was
made that many municipalities dis-
criminate against those “lesser
homes” through subdivision agree-
ments and zoning laws.

According to the Owen Sound
Sun-Times in reporting this meet-
ing, the National Housing Act has
done a great deal to lure innnumer-
able people of limited means into
buying $15,000 to $20,000 homes.
Under ideal circumstances, families
who enter into such housing agree-
ments are able to keep up payments
and may, some time in the distant
future, actually own homes. On the
other hand, they may have incurred
a debt which can, and often does,
turn unforseen misfortunes into
family catastrophes.

There is real need, it is suggest-
ed, for a very plainly yet well built
home with a minimum of equip-
ment. It must be built entirely for
utility, yet one which can be added
to and improved as funds become
available later on. Such homes, pref-
erably built where there can be
plenty of playground facilities and,
possibly, community garden space,
could go a long way toward solving
near slum conditions, particularly in
smaller cities.

Scotia and Saskatchewan—have de-
cided that the time has come to set
up the office of Ombudsman. These
will be the first officials of their
kind in Canada. The Montreal
Gazette suggests that the precedent
deserves to be followed by every
government in the country.

The office of Ombudsman was
first introduced in Scandinavia, and
is in effect that of a “public pro-
tector.” If anyone feels that he has
been unjustly treated by the ad-

ive actions of
civil servants and all other per-
sons acting in the service of the
stal (with the exception of
judges), he may make his complaint
to the Ombudsman, who has the
duty and power to investigate.

There are, of course, the courts,
to which legal grievances may be
taken. But there are many matters
that may affect the citizen unfairly
in his dealings with government of-
ficials and ts, that do
