It woud
certainly be a great hardship, by har h
regulations to close the lobster- ing cs-
tablishments of this Island, many of whic,
like this one, have cost over $6,000 to sturt.
The visit to the factory was oue of the ia-
teresting, instructive incidents of the trip;
