CTTAWA, July 17—Relief camps
for transient unemployed will not
be re-opened next winter if the
government's present intentions are
carried out, Labor Minister Norman
Rogers declared today. In a joint
interview in which he was associ-
ated with A. B. Purvis, chairman
of the National Commission on
employment and relief, the minis-
ter declared that {7 there was a
necessity for further care of single
unemployed he would prefer to fol-
low the English system of training
camps.

Mr. Purvis stated that a re-regis-
tration of unemployed on relief
will be g,arted in August and com-
pleted as quickly as possible so
that the ocommission may obtain
a true picture of their empyoyabil-
ity and the geographic disiribution
of the varlous classes of workers.

Only those on relief rolls will be
included in the rezistration but
Mr, Purvis stated intere:ts of those
who by erercise of thejr initiative,
and by sacrifice, have been ablg to
avoid applying for reliel, will be
kept very much in the minds of the
commissioners.

It is the hope that by co-oper-
ation with local advisory commis-
sions to be set up shortly, the com-
mission will ultima‘ely obtain also
an accurate survey of those unem-
ployed whose nam2s have not ap-
peared on relief rol's.

Set up by authority of a statute
enacled gt the last session of par-
liament, the commission of seven
members has been actively engag-
ed the pa«’ six weeks in three main
branches of activity—organijsation,
arrangements for re-regstration of
those on relief, and preliminary ex-
amination of re-employment aven-
ues.

Creation of local advisory bodles
will be carried out as goon as the
national advisory committee is or-
ganized, which wil be in a matter
of weeks, Mr, Purvis sald. These
local commitees will be set up’ in
as many communit'es as the need
indicates, Once they are function-
ing the larger question of seeking
co-operation @’ employers will be
entered upon,

Provincial governments will each
appoint a reg'stration officer who
will come to a meeting In Ottawa
where the quesiionnaire will be
prepared and detafls of the regils-
tration completed. Once the plans
have been completed the provincial

During The century
which has elapced since the first
train operated between Laprairie
and 8b, John's the steam railway
has played an essential and all-
important part both in the forma-
tion and in the development of our
Dominion,

“I should like to avail myself of
the centenary occasion to convey
to the Canadian Natlonal and to
the railways of Canada as a whole
my best wishes for continued op-
portunities of national cervice and
for thelr prosperity in the years
that lie ahead,”

Mr. Howe sald there had been
admittedly over-expansion of reil-
way oongtruction.

“But,” continued Mr. Howe,

try are other important consider-
ations, both local and national.

Discusses With Brig.~

Unperturbed by yesterday's epis-
ode of the man with the loaded
revolver the Sovereign conferred
at Buckingham Palace with Brig.
Gen. Alex Ross, of Yorkton, Sask.,
President of the Canadian Legion.
They discussed preparations for
the unveiling of the $1,000,000
Canadian war memorial a week
from Sunday.

The King, who served himself
during the Great War, will join
with President Lebrun of France
and Prime Minister Mackenzie
King of Canada, speaking from
Ottawa, in dedicating the towering
monument,

There he will visit again the
trenches where thousands of Can-
adians fell in the desperate con-
flict that flames around Vimy
Ridge and turned the villages of
the Douai Plains into rows upon
rows of charnel houses.

An overseas contingent of 6,000
Canadians, ex-service men with
their wives, will be billeted in the
old battle towns about the ridge,
waiting to participate in the
ceremony.

From Vimy Ridge, after visiting
the Canadian trenches, which have
been newly opened and concreted
to ensure their permanecy, the
King will proceed to the French
Riviera for a summer holiday at
the Villa I'Hirlzon of the actregs,
Maxine Elliott, at Golfe Juan.
