The hotter the
flarce the greater will be tho quantity
of light given off by the incandescent
body. In the ordinary incandescent

burner, the mantle, composed of a fine
network of infusible subste 38 simi
to lime, takes the place of the carbon

particles of the ordinary candle or lumin-
ous gas flame The actual flame that
plays on the mantle is non-lnminous,
the light being emitted by the incan
dessent material in the ntle. If, in
stead of allowing the gas to burn with a
mixture of the air it can draw iu
through the air-holes in the burner and
the air surrounding the flame, sufficient
air can be foreed into the flame to burn
the whole of the gas without needing any
other air supply, the intense local heat
of the biow-pipe flame is obtained. This
is exactiy the principle of M. Caton's
lamp. The mantle is kept at an intense
heat by a blow-pipe flame. The secret of
success in the new burner is that the
gas and air are mixed perfectly before
reaching the flame, and consegunantly the
