THE BEAR RIVER MURDELR.

Robbins was found on the 30th ult., just
before daylight. lie was captured by three
men named Samuel Leigler, Alfred Marshe
all, and Alonzo Harris, These men saw his
fire between twelve and one o'clock, and
crawled up to it, and waited within a short
distance watching until day-light ; he moved
and then they fired at him twice ; he was not
hit, but in order to prevent them from firs
ing again he laid still and groaned. They
rushed on him and secured him. He offer~
ed no resistance, and was disarmed, and
marched into town. A knife and a small
supply of ammunition were found on him,
e was marched into the village amidst
