COLONIAL LEGISLATURE.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY, Wenxesoay, March 28.

Mr. Mooxey as Chairman of the Committeeto whom was
referred the petition of Inhabitants of Lot 24, K:-yl!ns
that the House will pass an Act to prevent 08 hauling
timber from destroying the roads, reported, that at this
late period of the Sossion it would be inexpedient to intro-
duce any new matter, but recommend, that should any Act
relating to Statute labor bo before the House, & clauso bo
inserted to meet the grievance complained of.

The House resolved itself into a Committee of the whole
to take into consideration the report of the special Commit-
tee, to whom was referred tl.wlsﬂilianl for opening new
lines of Road, under the Road Compensation Act. The
committee agreed to several resolutions, roported progress
and asked leave to sit again.
Mr. Warsvaox moved, that an address be_presented
to the Lieut. Governor, requesting that he will appoiat
three Commissioners to ascertain the expence of building
a Bridge at Lot 97, near Haywood's Mills. E ;
Mr. Coves laid before the House the Attorncy General's
report on the title to the Worrell Estate. Ncl'er'md to
the Committee of the whole House on the Land Question.
Mr. Dixoweis as Chairman of the Committeeto whom
was referred two petitions concerning a new line of Road
near Ilayden’s Mill, reported, that thcy were not suffi-
ciently acquainted with the merits of either petition, to
ask the House to accede to any particular line of Road,
but that they recommend, that an address bo presented to
his Excellency, requesting himto appoint three Commis-
