In-
dustrial activity has heen expanded to meet the
swollen requirements for armaments and other
military supplies, and this has been reflected in
practically full employment and in higher na-
tional incomes, but larger and larger proportions
of these are being appropriated by the State
through taxation and loans, It seems evident that
in each case the Government is appropriating for
its use an amount greatly in excess of national
savings. Their debts are increasing in geometric

Day dreaming in an exaggeraled
or advanced form can be serious
and parents, teachers, and phy-
sicians must be on the alert to get
this exaggerated form in its early
stages.

Day dreaming is just, “imegin-

imagines he is accomplishing great
