* Oue of the most exciting events ever wit
nessed, resalting in the serious wounding of
Protessor Charles White, the lion tamer, took
place last evening at the circus. At the close
of the performance the eaze of lions, eontaining
two lions and two lionesses, is hrought in, and |
Mr. White enters the cage and performs with |
them, making them jump through a hoop and |
over his back, &c. The largest lion is a savage
ereature, und has exhibited u peachant for
snapping at White, so that his friends have been
alarmed, and Avery Smith, the celebrated civ'-l
eus and menugerie proprietor, from whom these |
lions were purchased, who was in town yester- |
day, told the professor that he had betier not |
pertorm with this fellow, for he was oo avare, |

| and would some day turn upon him and eat him |

up. He little dreamed that Mr. Sinith's asser- |
tion would almost prove true the same day, but
such was the fact, for when Mr. White opened |
the partition in which the king of the forest |
was penned, he stooped down to compel the ani- |
mal to jump over bhim, but the lion sprang upon
him, and in an instant had imbedded his ugly

shaking him as a terrier would a rat.  He then |
let go his hold and snapped him again, when |
some men who were standing near the cage beat |
him off witk iren bars, which were kept.on hand
in case of necessity. One of the bars was put |
in his jaw and pried upon, which made him let |
go his hold. White then got out of the cage, |
and fainted as soon as he stepped on the ground. |
He was picked up, and conveyed in a carriaze |
to the National Hotel and Dr. Whitbeck sum- |
moned to dress his wounds. The doctor found |
eizht large incissions through the shoulder. |
The collar bone was broken, as was also the |
shoulder blade. The wounds were of a terri- |
ble nature, for the teeth of the animal were |
blunt, and the inscissions large enough to insert |
the finger. The lion also clawed him twice |
with his harp claws, cutting open the flesh fear- |
fully. A half minate later and Mr. White |
would never have come out of that caze alive. |
As it is, he is in a very dangerous condition, |
and the chances for his recovery are very slim.
It is related that one of the other lions sprang
upon the beast, and attempted to pull him off.
The other beasts are perfectly tame and very
harmless. Mr. White had already had a
similar tussel with other lions, but never so
badly hart. He is a man of undannted cour-
age, and bore the operation of extracting the
pieces of bone without a murmur. He has no
family, and has been connected with circuses
for & number of yeurs.
