“SKIMMILK FOR HOGS”

A question which is often asked
by the Farmer is ‘‘How can I cut
the cost of producing hogs? Vari-
ous answers are given by inter-
ested people.

Unless a farmer is selling whole
milk for human consumption, in
which case he received fair re-
numeration for his product, he
sells his .cream and keeps the
skimmilk for feeding his calves,
pigs and poultry, which is a sound
economical procedure.

The skimmilk is fed along with
the farmer's own grains, thus
saving him ,the unnecessary ex-
pense of buying an expensive pro-
tein supplement to take the place
of the skimmilk.

Because of the richness in ex-
cellent quality protein, skimmilk
is an ideal protein supplement for
all swine. When skimmilk is used
as the protein supplement to grain
for hogs, the gains will be slightly
more rapid than when tankage or
fish me2l is the only supplement.

SKIMMILK:
It must be borne in mind that
skimmilk is very low in Vitamin

A value and that it has practically
no Vitamin D. For all swine not
on pasture, some source of Vitamin
A and D should be fed along with
skimmilk and grain, such as Cod
b Liver Oil.

It especially necessary for
voung pigs during winter when
thev are not  protected against
richets by abundant exposure to
sunlight.

For pigs before and soon after
weaning, skimmilk is best if ‘ed
fresh. If sour skimmilk is used, it
should always be fed sour, and
not sweet at one feeding and sour
at the next.
