He carried Mrs. Johnson out-
side, although he had suffered
a burned hand, then discovered
Miss Johnson had returned to
the house. He reentered the

and  stumbled blindly
the smoke-fitled room.
he finally emerged, his
clothing was afire

The hody of Miss Johnson
was found later In the ruins.
Mrs. Johnson died in hospital
11 hours after being rescued.
MacWilliams was unable to
v\nrk for 11 months because of

s burns. which left him par-
l\alh disabled.
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
