1 wish you to understam}, gen-
temen, that there were cheap sheets prior to the publication
of Chambers Jowrnal; and, therefore, the 01)}y claim of
originality which we put.f'orfvard, is that of imparting to
that humble order of publications some de'gree of originality
and a perfectly sound moral tone. Our design was to furnish
at the smallest charge a weekly store of harmless amuse-
ment and really useful instruction to those classes of the

aloof from prejudices and prepossessions, and in an especial
manner writing in the cause of the poor and the helpless,
we have gained a universal auditory; and 1 believe no men
who ever wielded the same mighty engine had reason to
say that they had made fewer enemies.”” His brother, Mr.
Chambers said, had written most of the original essays on
men and manners 3 he himself edited, arranged, and wrote
articles of general instruction.

The statistics of the paper used in the various publications
of the brothers— ' :

« At present we are distributing 160,000 sheets weekly, or
at the rate of 8,000,000 per annum ; a large portion of which
passes through the hands of a gentleman now present, M.
Orr. The establishment at Edinburgh, at which the greater
part of this literary material is prepared, I may describe as
a kind of mill, in ‘which cart-loads of paper go in blank at
one end andscome out at the other in the form of printed
and bound volumes. All our works are printed by machi-
nery, hand-labour being to us entirely out of the question.

In one room of the establishment there are five machines
which turn out 20,000 sheets every day, from one year’s end
to the other; and in London Mr. Orr has two machines
which execute rather more than 40,000 per week of our
sheets for English circulation. ~Altogether, seven machines
are engaged upon our works, each machine doing the work
of twelve men. The paper which we consume amounts to
about 1,500 reams in the month, or 17,000 reams in the year ;
and all is made on the Esk, near Penicuik. o give you a
better idea of the quantity of the paper consumed in a year,
ifit were all spread outin a line, sheet by sheet, it would
extend upwards of 3,000 miles.”

Mr. Chambers described himself and his brother as only
obeying the general condition of things in the general de-
mand for instruction. This was afterwards touched upon
by Mr. Simpson, the “educational agitator,” as he called
himself—

« The masses must be educated, said Mr. William Cham-
bers, else nothing is done. This is now universally acknow-
ledged, and no distinction made in the quality of their edu-
cation. My own humble efforts have been chiefly in the
field of the masses, in carrying to them those enlightened
views of which T was only the promulgator, not the author
the grateful disciple of abler micn. —1have met working-
wen in thousands, and of nearly all the varieties known in
this working land. I marvelled not to find feelings dormant
which had never been rightly appreciated. T was told they
are a mob . 1 never found them so ; yet 1 have met the exei-
table masses of Birmingham, Liverpool, Manchester, Shef-
field, Leeds, and Glasgow—nay, of Bristol, on the very spot
where, a few years before, that city was wrapt. in flames;
and never could 1 wish more decorous, intelligent, feeling
hearers, hearers easily softened by a moral truth or touch

of nature, more promptly roused by a lofty rhyme from
Shakspeare’s or Milton’s page, simply and plainly recited,
or more easily brought into harmony with all the best sym-
pathies of our common humanity.”

Mr. Chambers made a friendly wmention of a coadjutor,
Mr. Smibert, also a native of Peebles. Mr. Robert Cham-
bers, in a shorter speech than his brother’s, proposed « The
Provost, Magistrates, and Council, and prosperity to the
burgh of* Peebles.”

In the evening, not to be deprived of the countenance of
the ladies in their public triumph, the two journalists invited
the Jadies of Peebles to a ball ; and dancing began at about
balf past nine o’clock.

Boston August 25th.

Later rrom Caxtox.—The Eben. Preble, Capt. Hallet,
arrived here last evening with Canton dates to the st of
May. She brings a full cargo of teas, and reports that ship-
ments for England and America were going on fast.

Captain Elliott continued to receive pacific assurances
from the local government, although from the gatherings of’
soldiers in and near Canton, there appeared to be good
reasons for doubting the peaceful intentions of the Chinese.

Two or three imperial edicts, breathing destruction to the
English, are published in the Canton Press, but there ap-
pears to be some doubt whether they are genuine. ¢ The
Brother of the Sun and Moon ” actually threatens to put
himselfat the head of his Satellites! and carry his arms to
England.

HALIFAX, N. 8., September 8.

Prince pE JoinviLLe.—This distinguished visitor entered
the harbour on Monday. The day was very fine. La Belle
Poule, a beautiful frigate, glided up majestically, saluted
from the Hill. Soon after coming to anchor, between the
Dock Yard and Dartmouth, his Royal Highness's vessel
fired a salute, and was answered by the Winchester. The
Prince was expected to land immediately, but the Health
Doctor’s report, of small pox being on board, prevented. A
French sloop of war accompanies the Belle Poule. After
examination, it appears that the sickness was found not to
be such as to cause the detention of his Royal Highness
and suite on board. They were invited by His Excellency,
at the recommendation of the Mayor, Aldermen, and
Board of Health, to land next day.

At 12 o’clock on Tuesday. Prince de Joinville landed at
the Queen’s wharf, A guard of honor, and the band of the
37th, attended. He arrived at the landing place in a four-
teen oared barge, and was received by the commander of
the forces, the Governor’s aides-de-camp, and several military

'The vessel commanded by the Prince is that which con-
veyed the re mains of Napoleon to France; she was then
also under his command,

The Prince and suite attended a Dinner and Ball at Go-
vernment iouse on Tuerday evening.
