Frox the time that Mr. Thomas Alley,
eommeneed his now famous proceedings for
the purpose of elosing the factory of the |
Duchemin Bros., the Patriot has beeu a |
thinly disgnised oppovent of the nghul
?f the manufaciurers and other citizens as
iuvolved in that celebrated ease. When it
was not eonvenient to openly attack the
vights of maunufacturers, and defend the
petty tyrant who was wantouly attempting |
‘@ erush his hard working and unoffending |
neighbors, well known hands could be
easily traced in the correspondence columns
ol our coutemporary.

This line of conduct has been particularly
ncticeanle sinee the introduction of ** The
Factories Bill” in the House of Assembly
Every eonceivable objection has been urged
to that Bill in the columus of the Patriot ;
and it is mot at all imprebable that the
same pens which have given form te these
nbjections in the press have been employed
m draftung wmemorials te the Lisutenant
(Guverner, and the Governor Geueral pray
ing for a disallowance of the Bill.

Buas, the seene 18 chianged. The Lieu
tenaus Governor has reserved the Bill for
tue signikcation of the Governor Geueral's
pleasure therevn. The editor of the Fatriot
is equal te the ocoasion. Like the fiends
in ** Paradise Lest,” he hisses to the manu-

aoturers, ‘* You are betrayed and de-
eeived.  Mr. Macleod and his friends have
seent makiug & were snow of carrying out
your wishes, but, 1n 2ouneil, they have ad
vised the Licutenant Governor to withhold
nis assent frem the Bull.”

We know very well that the manufactar-
ers of the eity furm a just apprecustion of
the apparent advoeacy of sheir cause vy the
Patirot st this stage. Having done all that
it possibly coald to blast their just hopes; |
ana believing that its object 1s certainly ac-
eowmplished, the Patriot now mocks them to
Jheir face by eharging what it regards as a
defeat against the men who have worked
earnestly for their interesis.

The Factories Bill—the Patriot says —was
reserved by the adviece of the Executive
Couneil; and in proof of this, eur contcmper
ary wakes the following extract from Tudd's
recent work on ‘‘ Pariawentary Govern-
ment in sthe Colenies.”

** Bus the act of & Lieutenaut Geverner in
withheldiug the ssseut of the Crewn te a Bili
which has been passed by the Legislative
Chambers, wherein a respousible wiuister
should be able bu exercise a constitutional iu-
daence in sue eoutrul of legiaiation 18 obvivus-
Iy & aitficuit and delicate proceediug. It 1
one that must, at the outset, be advised by a
Mimster, who 18 willing to Lecome respon-
sible fir the same to tne Leyislature. if a
Licutenant Governor should tur amy reason,
deem 1t unperative upon bim %0 take suew a
course, aud his iniuisters not agree therein, he
wust be prepared to accept ther resignation,
and be able to form a new muustry, by whem
the Act proposed could be coustitutionaily
advised aud justified to bota houses

This extract, which 1s from page 395 of
lodd’s buok, has no reference whatever to
whe reserving of Buills for the siguibeation of
the Governor General's pleasure. Mr.
Todd was discussisy, 1n this part of his
work, the ** Withholding of the assent of
the Crown to a Bl Withkolding is well
knowu to inean the absolute disailowance
of a Bill by the Liewtenant Governor.
Reserving a Bill 1s simply submitting it fer
the consideration of the Gouveruor General.
We cannot imagine that the editor of the
Patriot did not know the difference. His
object inust have been to mislead or de-
eeive his readeis.

In regard to the duties and res
pousibilities  of Lieutenant  Gover
oors 1a withholding the royal assent to
Bills or 1u reserving them for the significa- |
won of the Governor General, Mr. Todd |
points out, on page 362 of his book, thatali
Lieutenant Goververs of the Dominion,
with the exception of the Lieutenant Gov
ernor of Maulioba, have been leit entirely
without 1ustructions, and adds:

‘“‘Nevertheless the Lieutenant Governors,
as Dowinien eflicers, have, in repeated
iustances, very properly assumed the
respounsibility of reserving for the eonside-
ration of the Governor General in Connel,
vills which appeared to them to coniain
doubttul or o"jscsionable provisions.”

In this Provinee we kuow that the Char-
lottetown Park Biil, passed under the Pop.
adisimstration in 1873, awd the various
Gills on the Land Question pas-ed nuder
he Owen aduinistration 1o 1874, 1875 aud
1876, were reserved by Liencenant Gover-
wOrs 10 the saine mauner as the l".sctune(
Bill of this session. All tiese Bills weie
Governient measures, but no persom
vlaned the Licutenaut Governors for reser-
ving them, or held the Mimsters of the
dsy scevuntable for the exercise of she
Goveruor's discretion.  lu like manner the
Urange lueorperatien Act of 1878 were
reserved, although i was supporied in the
Lsgislature by every mewber of the Gor
srssent.  Wili the Patiiot admit that Mr.
Davies and his eolleagues advised Lieuten-
aut Covernor Lodgsen to reserve the
Orapge Bill in 1878, or wiil it contend that
the sule respensibility for she defeat of that
Bill rests on the steulders of the Davies
adu:ipistration !

Every resder of Todd's valuable work
must know that whether the Governor
General, in sanctioning or disallowing
Bills passed by the Provincial Legislatures,
should act on his own discresion, or be
guided by the advics of his Ministers, is a
question upon which very ewinent authori
ties have given w.dely differeni opiuions.
Sir John Young was of opinion that he
“‘should exercise his pewer of asseut to or
reservation of bills under the advice of the
Privy Councii ef this Dummien.” In
replying to Sir Johu Young, Todd says :

 Barl Granviile peinted out that in the
event of & proveial ace being passed which
in the epiuien of the Governor General was
¢ gravely unevnstitutional,’ er iu excess of
the power of the lueal body, er 1 violation
of the royal insiructions for the reservation
of laws whieh are objcctionable on grounds
of lmperial policy, he was not at liberty
even on the advice of his Ministers, to
sanction or assent to any such laws. If
such advice were giveu ‘it would be his duty
to withhold his sanction and refer the
question to the Secretary of State.” On the
other hand ‘if he were advised by his
Minstry to disallow avy proviucial act, as
illegal or uncensututioual, it would, in
general, be his duty to follow that advice,
whether or not he concurred in their
opinivn.

** Subsequently, however, (says Todd)
the karl vt Kiuberley, the then Secretary
of Stute for the Colouies, in & despatch te
the Governor General of Canada, dated the
30th of June, i873, in reference io the pro-

disallowance of certain scts of the

ew Brumswick Legislature, paseed in 1873
in reation to the Common Schools, and
which were within the competenee and
jurisdiction of that body, deelared ** that
vhis is a matter in which you must act on
your own ipcividual discretion, and on
which you cunuet be guided by the advice of
your responsible dianisters.”

The Earl of Carnarvon, also, when Secre-
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tary of State, gave it as his opinion, that
‘ the Governer Gemeral, after having

recourse to the advice of hss Ministers,
whom the (Dominion) Parliament holds
answerable for advising him to all his pub-
lic Acts, (though not in all cases for the |
Acts themselves) may properly be required
to give his own individual decision as to
allowance or disallowance.”

It is but fair to state, that Mr Blake and
Mr. Todd also lean to a dilferent epinion
from that giveu by the different Secretaries
of State on this question ; and maintain
that the right to allow or disallow Provin
cial Bills should be exercised by the Gover-
nor General, acting under the advice of his
responsible Ministers

While, however, the right of the Gover-
nor General to allow or disallow Provineial
Acts without the advice of his Ministers is
a moot question, it is very plain that
¢ Lisutenant Governors may very properly,
as Dominion officic.e, assume the respousi
bility 7 of reserving for the consideration
of the Govervor General bills v hich appear
0 them ebjeetionable.

Admitting, then, the nndoubted right of
Lieutenant Governor Haviland to reserve
the Factories Bill, and without calling in
guestion his judgment in the exercise of
that right, we strongly inclive to the belief
shat the bill will receive a favorable consi-
deration from the Governor General.

Todd says:—*‘In deeiding upon the valid
ity or expediency of Provincial enactments,
the Governor General in Council has no
arbitrary discretion. The decision of the |
Dominion Government upon all such ques-
tions snust be 1 conforwity with the letter
and spirit of the British North Awmerica
Act. That statute has beem correctly
termed ‘the great charter of eur constitu-
tion.” It recogniacs and guarantees te |
every Proviuce in the Confederasion the |
right of local self government iun all cases
within the cempetency of the Proviucial
anthorities, and it does not contemplate or
Jastify  any  interference  with the |
exclusive powers which it entrusts to the |
Leoslatures of the several Provinces,
except in regard to to acis which transcend
the lawful bounds of Provinaal jurisdietion,
or which assert a principle, or prefer a claim
that mnighe injurionsly atfset the interest of
any other portions of the Dowinion, or in
the case of Acts which diminmish rights ef
minorities in the particular Proviuce, in re-
lation to education that had been conferred
by law 1in any Province prior to Confeder-
ation. 'These principles wnst be studiously
kept in view, and steadily maintained.
whenever the Legislation of any Province
is subwitted to the coustitutional eritieism
of the Governor (General) in Council, other-
wise there would be a danger, not merely
of the infraction of local rights guaranteed
by Imperial Parhament; but as a necessary
result of any such violation of the principle
of self-government, of a disruption of the
boud which unites together the several por-
tions of the Canadian Dominion.”

Believing, as we do, that the Factories
Act of last session is not fairly open to any
of the ebjecctions pointed out in the above
extract we shall be greatly disappointod if
the Governor General does not leave 1t to its
operation. It does not at all follow that
because Licutenant Governor Havilaud has
rescrved the Bill to ue determined upon by
a hugher authority, he would himseli have
disallowed the Bill were he placed in such
a pesition as to render it imperative that he
should absolutely datermine on its fate.

An Abominable Charge.

In the Daily Patrist of the 9th inst. there
appeared an article headed ‘“The Lunatic
Asylum Abewiaation,” containing the broad
iusinuation **that an unutterably shameful
advantage was taken of the intellectual
derangement of some of the female patients
by the men employed to take care of and |
protect the defenceless and irresponsible |
iunatics,” and dewanding that a searching |
investigation should be made into the way
chve Lunatic Asylum is managed.

We are authorized to state that previous
‘e the appearance of this charge in the |
Patriot, two separate and searching investi- |
gations were held by the Trustees and the |
Medical Superiutendent, the occasion for|
these enquiries being that charges were
preferred by employes of the inmitution
against each ether for the vioiation of the
rules of the Hospital. The result was
that, although it appeared there had been a
vielation of rules, yet there was nothing to
shew that any act of immorality had been
commitied. The charges aud counters
charges made to the Trustees had entire
reference to the cenduct of the ewployoes
towards emch other; and there was no
charge or insinuation as to any lmproper
conduct towards the patients.

From the correapondence which we pub-
lish te-day, it will be seen that the Trus-
tees have very properly called on the editor
of the Fatriot to attend at the Hospital and
furnish proofs of the eharges which he
broadiy wakes agaiusg the lInstitution and
its management; bu though he thought
proper to make the abominable insinuation
to which we have referred, he has declived
to appuear as a pruucufor. Anxious as the
Trustees and Medical Buperintendent of |
the Hospital are that every proper pub- |
licity should be given to masters connected ‘I
with its management, we are glad te find |
that they have too much respect for them |
solves to repeat an official investizaiion |
werely for the gratification of one who \
having wade an abominable charge against
the management of the Iustitution, declines
10 give the name of his infesmants or assis
in the proseeation of the enyuiry.

The charge referred to, if nota wantor
and malicious one, must have been made en
the authority of some person; and we submit
that the editer of the Patriot should have
given the names of witnesses to sulstan-
riate it. In doing so, none but the guilty
could suffer. If the charge were found to
be true, a fiend or fiends in human form
w uld be handed over to the courts for
condign punishment. If the charge should
prove groundless, some filthy minded Jago
would stand unmasked before his fellow
citizens. The demand of the Patriot's
editor that the management eof the
Hospital ehould investigate his charge,
while he declined giving them the benefit
of the information on the sunject which he
c'aims to possess, was about as nnreason
able as the behest of Nebuchadnezzar, that
the Magicians sheuld first tell him his
dream aund afierwards interpret it.

We are sorry to find that after the filthy
charge had been partially withdrawn in the
Daiiy Patriot of the 12th iust., it has been
sent in all its abominable fulness 1o the
readers of the weekly edition of our con-
temporary. Has the editor of the Patriot
no respect for the feelings of the wauy res-
pectable families who have, unfortunately,
been obliged to place their afflicted friends
in the Hospital 7 Does he imagine that it
comports with decent journaliswm to make
charges of crime and faithlessness against
employees at the Hospital which are quite
#s likely to injure the iunocent as the
guilty 7 We have refrained from referring
specifically to the Putriot's charges until to-
day, in the hope that an attempt would be
made to prove its truth, or etherwise that it
should be withdrawn.

Threatening Language.

FIKE ARMS ON THE PERSON—WAS THERE AN
INTENTION TO $HoOT !

Wituiam Havpes, who for years carried

on a most successful business in shipbuild- |

ing at Mereil, but who recently became de

based by drink, came to the city last week
and spent a pertion of his time 1n debauch-
ery. On Saturday morning he entered the
office of Messrs. Peake Bres. & Co., for
whom, during the period of his prosperity,
he did much work, and whom he fancies
owe him a trifle, although he made a clear
and final settlement with that firm some
years ago. He met Mr. Handrahan, one
of the tirm, and demanded an awount of
werey which the firm did not owe him,
and which Mr. Handrahan, therefore, did
not feel disposed to pay. The demand
being refused, he used threatening lan-

guage towards Mr. Handrahan and Mr.

James Peake. A warrant was issued, and

Hayden was arrested, with a full loaded re-
volver on his person. He appeared for
trial on two seperate charges—assault and

carrying fire arms—at the Stipendiary |
Magistrates Court on Monday.

Mr. Handrahan preferred the charge,
which was as follows :—On Saturday morn-
ing, at 8 o'clock, the prisoner entered the
oftiee.

Handrahan also refused, and he said
threateningly, ‘* I'll soon settle the account
with you.” He then went away and re-
turned in a quarter of an hour, and mani-
festing a more threatening attitude than
before, insisted on an immediaie séttlement.
Mr. Handrahan ordersd the bookkeeper to
loek up Mr. Hayden’s account, but he
refused to allow this, and Mr. Handrahan
then said, ‘‘ [ will not allow you to black-
mail we.” Messrs. George and James Peake
then entered and Hayden went up stairs
into the private oftice with the former.
Messrs. Handrahan jand James Peake fol-
lowed them, and when they entered,
Hayden said to Mr. Handrahan, he wanted
the watter settled. Mr. Handrahan eaid
‘“ you left the matter to Mr. George. *“‘Oh
I caunot get anything out of him.” One
of fus, addressing Mr. Handrahan ** has to
lcave the Island one of us must go. 1
think it will be you. You got my mouey,
your children may enjoy it, but you won’t.

You won’t dv anything will you.” Mr.

Mr. James
Peake arose to go out of the otfice, but
Hayden put Lis hands before him and said,
1 want you to stay ; I want you to settle
this matter.” He then asked Mr. Handra-
han if 22 would give him enough money to
take him to Australia. Mr. H. said, ““If
you were ready to go, and were labelled,
I might give yon a ticket.” They then
went out of the office, and Hayden rollowed
thew to the telegraph office, continuing his
threats, and lastly said, *‘ I will give you a
short time to consider the matter.”

The evidencs of Messrs George aund
James Peake, which corroberated Mr.
Haodrahan’s, was then taken. [The City

Marshal, who arrested Hayden in the
Oshorne House, testified thai at the time of
arrest he searclied Hayden and found a full
loaded revolver in the right hand pocket of
his eoat pocket. Mr. Wallace Davidson
tostified that on Thursday last he sold a
similar revolver and cartridges to the
prisoner.

On being asked what he had to say to the
charge, he answered that he had no iuten-
tion to shoot Mr. Handrahan, and that he
bought the revolver to shoot bears.

He was ordered to find two sureties in

Tur Kaster Macket hbeld on Saturday
was large, notwithstanding the bad roads
aud difficuities eucountered crossing the river.
There was a good supply, brisk sales, and
prices—save those ef prize beef, which rose to
fourteen cents, and eggs which sold at sixteen
cents —remaiued the same as on Tuesday last.

| We were pleased to see in the market a good

stock of vegetables, some of Which were grown
the present season. Mr. William Lowe rold a
quantity of rhubarb already grown in his gar-
den. Mr. W. F. Dawson sold scme nice
radishes ; and some excellent parsnips which
were left in the ground all winter aud pulled
this spring, were sold by Mr. Lewis, Market
Clerk, and commanded a good price.

The show of beef, notwithstanding the
tact that the finest animals have been re-
served for exportation, was highly creditabls.
All the stalls presented a elean, neat ap-
pearance, aud all butchers seemed awake to
the lively competition which exist-d within
the market. Messrs. Blake Bros.’ Daily
Market presented a fine aopearance, Four
earcasses of beef were there on sale, the total
dead weight of which was 3,279 pounds, i
This firm also had on sale some superior mut-
ten which attracted much attention. An
Bnglish friend of ours, who we believe to be
an exeellent judge of beef, says the show made
by the Messrs. Blake Bros., although not the
largest or heaviest, was the finest he has seen
for years. The display of beef on the stall of
Mr. Robert Bridgss, was also exceptionally
good. The dead weight ef four carcases un
sale was over three thomsand pounds. The
stall was neatly laid off, the beef nieely dress-
ed, and the show reflected great credit on Mr,
Saunders, the foreman. Mr. Geerge Thorne
shewed his stall to geod advantage, having a
flaming placard om every quarter of the Prize
Heifer which brought it a ready sale. Mr.
Daniel Mullin, had also en sale some good
beef. including the carcass of a fine cow fed
by Messrs. Geo. Lewis, Royalty. The stalls
of Mesars. Wheatley, Drake, Burns and Brown
were well stocked with fat beeves. On the
latter’s stall was the carcass of a feur year old
heifer, fed by Mr. Gee. Vessey, Little York,
whicli weighed 610 lbs. and also the carcass of
an ox fed by Mr. Geo, Bryenton, B. P. Read,
which dressed 653 lbs. her butchers made
oxhibits whieh are deserving of special men-
tion, which we would give them had we space
at our disperal.

| Speech of Hon. Mr. Prowee, on
the Motion that an Addresseof
both Houses of the Legislature be
sent to the Governor General in
Council respecting the tailure of
the Government of Canada to
provide Efficient Steam Service
for the maintenance of Contin-
uous Communication between
this Island and the Mainland.

Hon. Mr. Prowsg.—[ “ave very much
pleasure in seconding this motien. In
doing 80 it may be necessary to refer briefly
to the history of Prince Edward Island
during the past few years. Previous to
Confederation—from the year 1867 to the
year 1870—1 had the honor to hold a seat

VERY LETTER OF THE LAW.

That guestion was submitted 1w a Commnit-
tca of the Privy Conncil.  What was their
answer? It was simply this: That ss
Prince Edward Island had eutered the
Union on the 1st of July, 1873, and as the
Fishery Regulations went into operation on
the very sawe day, this Island was there-
fore not entitled to any compensation which
the other Provinces would not alse be
entitled to. What is the inference! The
inference is that if we had gove into C ou-
federation on the 2nd daygul Jiniy 1873,
instead of on the lst, we should have been
in an exceptional position, and eur claim
wenld have been granted. This I take it,
was holding us sufficiently close ta the letieor
of the law to amply justify us in Leldiog
the Dominion Government to the letter of

ada was then being discussed; and in the |
session of 1870, I thought the time had
arrived when certain terms of /nion should
be considered. Aceordingly, I felt it ny
duty to support the following resola-
tion -
‘“ The best interests and future presper-
ity of this Island will be promoted by a
federal uniou with the Dominien, provided
the said union can be effected npon such
just and equitable terms as may be approv-
ed of by the people at the polls.”
For voting for that resolution I was, for
several years, deprived of my seat in this
House. DBut, Sir, 1 believe that if it had
been acted upon, and carried into effect, we
should have been, to-day, much better off
than we are. I had several reazouns for sup-
porting the resolution.  The first was with
reference to our land question. 1t had been
at last,adwitted by the British Government
that we had a great grievance with respect
to our lands. Many years, almost a cen-
tury, elapsed before they would even make
this admissien. But eventunally they did
s0; and they appointed the Royal Commis-
sion. The result was not wholly satisfac-
tory; but still we had gainve( a certain
point. After the other Provinces had en-
tered the Confederation this Province con-
tinued to keep up the agitation of the land
question. But to our very great surprise
we received a despatch from Downing
Street stating that the Dritish Government
would have nothing more to do with it, and
intimating that when we became a part of
the Union, the Dominien Geovernment
would deal with the question. Another
reason which actuated me in giving the vote
I gave at that time,was the question regard-
ing the salary of the Lieutenant ‘Governor.
When Responsible Government was obtain-
ed by the Island, one of the terms was that
the salary of the Liemnt. Governor should
be paid out of the British Exchequer.
Subsequently to that time we h in
power here a government of great genero-
sity, who thought that the Gevernor did
not receive as much as he ought to receive,
and therefore voted him, in addition to his
salary, the sum of £500 (Island currency),
to be paid out of the lsland Treasury. Bst
the British Government, sereupor, sent
out a despatch to the eifect tnat they could
not allow Prince Edward Island to contri-
bute anything towards the Lieut. Gov-
ernor’s salary, as he was an Imperial offi-
cial ; but that the British Gevernment re-
cognized the fact that the salary of the
Governor was net sufliciently large, and
would add to it the sum of £500 stg. a year.
After the confederation of the «ther Pro-
vinces, however, we received a polite inti-
mation that we should, in the future, have
to pay the Governor’s salary out of the
revenue of the Province. It was evident
that one pressure after another would be
brought to bear upen us until we should,
sooner or later, be ecompelled to accept the
terms of union. There was another consi-
deration which influenced me. It was this.
About that time the question of the build-
ing of a railway began te be agitated. It
was proposed to run a railway from George-
town to Summerside. The movement was
likely to be carried out,as the railway would
pass through the greater part of the Island;
and I thought it best ‘o begin to enter-
tain terms of Confederation before the debt
which would follow the construetion of this
work had been incurred. For doing se, as
I said before, I was deprived of a seat here
for some years. The people were then very
wmuch opposed to Confederation. Nearly
every man eleeted by them was pledged
against Confederation, but they were not
pledged agaiust the railway! The party
favorable to Confederation were to a very
great extent demolished. But the Railway
was established, and if brought about Con
federation, While the question of the
Railway was being agitated, certain politi
cians went through the length and breadth
of the country stating that the Railway
would ruin us—that it would provea great
curse, and would overwhelm us with taxa-
tion. These men, by these means, got
into power. What did they do? They
not only built the Railway, as at first pro-
jected. butina few months afterwards
they commenced building mmany miles more.
They built the branches from Mount Stew-
art to Souris, and from Alberton te Tignish.
The additional expense thus entailed,
proved teo much for the Provinee ; and
this party, who then held the reins of Gov
ernment, were obliged to negociate terms of
Cenfederation. Two of the leaders went to
Canada. How were they met! What was
the statement with which they were greeted.
The Government at Ottawa said *‘ You
want us to pay fer your Railway.” Yen
have declared over and over again that the
Railway wonld never pay—that it would
prove a ruinous coneern ; and therefore,
while we are willing to help you out of your
present difficulties by advancing the money
you require, yeur Province must bear the
whole expense connected with the building
of the Railway. The result was that our
Railway, costing about four millions of
money, was handed over to the Dominion
Government as a free gift. It was never
even stipulated, as I think it should have
been, that the excess of the earnings of the
Railway, after it begins t> pay working ex-
penses, shou'd be paid over to this Province
It became a foreed bargain between a bank-
rupt and arich state. We were not in a
position to deal

“British  Columbia, pot having incurred
debts equsl to t ose of the other FProvivces
now coostituting the Dominion, shall
entitled to reeeive, by ha'f-yearly psymerts
in advance, from the Geveral Government,
interest at the rate of five per cent per
anpum ou the difference between the actusl
amount of its indebteduess at the date o
Union, and the indebtedness per hend of the
population of Nova >cotia and New Biuns
wick (827.77), the population of Britsh
Columbia being taken at 60,G00."

Now, the Pacitic Railway, under the
terms of Confederation with British Col-
umbia, shor!d have been commenced in
1878  In 1874, the people of British Col-
umbia began to Jemand a fulfilment of the
terms. The Dominion Government pliaded
that it was impossible to carry out ihese
termns, and promised to wmake some conces-
sions if British Columbia wonld waive s e
of the conditions of the bargain. Buot wlhat
did the people of British Colnmbia o1
They yielded not a single poiat of their
claim. They carried their case to Great
Britain. Their delegates laid it before the
Secretary of State fer the Colonies, and
the result was that they obtammed a guaran-
tee that twe millions of dollars a yoar
would be spent on the railway in Britich
Columbia, that the contract should be ear-
ried out in its integrity as soun as possil e,
and that as a compensation for delay, they
should receive the Exquimsult and Nunino
Railway into the bargain. This was the
result of a determined effort on the part of
aunited people. The people of Brit:sh
Columbia were in earnest. They not only
pressed theirclaim through the Government
and Legislature, but a society was formed
calied ** The Terms of Union Preservation
League,” which earried en the agitatim
in a systematic wanver. And ulumuicly
their efforts were eroaned ¢ th o
Now, to my mind. Bie €pic ef, e
resolation before the Houee does not go far
enough. I believe that we have a

not ouly to the facilities which the Domi-
nion Government solemuly bound them-
selves, under the ternis of Union to provide,
but also for eompensation for the tine
which has been lost, and that way yot
elapse before the terms of Union are com-
plied with. We have now been eight years
in the Confederation. During all these
years, we have been in a position such as
we should not have oceupied had the terus
of Unioen been fulfilled. The Provivess of
the mainland have the whele Dominion as
afield for their enterprise. We have been
eut off simply because, we have aot had
that ‘‘centinnous communiestion, with
whieh according to the terms of Union, we
should have been provided. The loss which
we have consequently eustained has bheen
very great; and I contend 8ir, that we
should be compensated for that leas. Dot
independently of this, I houpe to see vur
just claim to continuous communication,
pressed upon the attention of the Domivion
Government, nntil the facilities which i ave
been bargained for, are provided. avd unil
compensation for the less our industiics
and our whele people have sustained, las
foeen paid over.
