Information Service, Oslo, has the

The discoveries that led to the
development of modern fertilizer
plants at Trail and Kimberley,
British Columbia, and at Calgary,
Alberta, came largely as scientists
tried to overcome smelting prob-
lems that produced great quanti-
ties of polsonous gas. These fumes,
which consisted largely of sulp-
hur dioxide gas, destroyed vege-
tation in the neighbourhood of
Trail. In summer, the prevail-
ing northerly winds carried these
lethal gasses south across the in-
ternational border and down the
Columbia River as far as the tree-
fruit areas of Wenatchee, Wash-
irgton.

These fumes were injuriows to
people as well as destructive to
field crops, gardens, house plants
and even mature trees. Not only
did they destroy vegetation over
large areas, but they attacked
metals, destroying wire fences and
rusting nail heads so that build-
ings collapsed. Many actions for
damages were entered against the
