The constable
will also give the boys lectures and
training in . traffic control, this
training will enable them to
temporazily control traffic in the
vicinity of an accident, should one
be discovered by them, until police
officers arrive.

Mr. J. Gordon MacDonald,
Chairm. . of the Red Cross Dis-
aster Services, said that after com-
pleting their instruction, the boys
of the club would make a valuable
unit in disaster work or for any
other emergency that may arise
within the Province.

During the summer months the
Club members will be on the roads
a great deal, and no doubt their
services, courtesy and training
will be appreciated by the travel-
ling public. They will be easily
identified by their black leather
jackets and colorful crest and
shoulder flashes. It is planned to
conduct group excursions both
within and outside of the Pro-
vince, these will be supervised by
a “Road Master” who will be a
fully qualified member of the club.
