LONDON' (CP)—The Earl of
Athlone, great-uncle of thé Queen
and governor-general of Canada
during the Second World War,
died at his palace home Wednes-
day. He was 82.

Soldier-sportsman and one of
the leading members of the Brit.

ill for some time but the severity
of his condition became known
last week.
