Six,—As much comment has been made
and a good deal of blame sought to be at-
tached to me on account of the failure of

the proposed s'allion race at Gecrgetown,
named for the 25-h iost., will yoy kindly
allow me space to give the facts and ex-
plain the part I actually took in it.  Soon
after the announcement was issued by the
directors of the Gevigetown Driving Park
feeling the way for a race, | received a
postal card from Lhe secretary, asking if I
would enter Elmo, stating that it would
not likely fili, that it would do the horse
no harm, and if it did fill I could easily
win $120. [ gave him my entry and wrote

that I would pay the entrance fee, if any
was required, before the race. 1 immed-
istely put my horse in training. The
evening of the 23zd I went to Steele, my
trainer, and ordered him to have every
thing in readivess aod go to Georgetown
with Elmo in the wmorn:ng e For.
(zillis was present and will bear witness
He (Steele) urged me to lot him waic  till

Tuesday woraing (the day of the rase)
claiming that the horse would be in butter
condition for the race, giving s one reason
that horses are often car-sore the secondd»y
afterajourney. Mr.Gillisagre~d with himar d
I reluctantly consented to defer starting tin
Tuesday. All day Monday it rainel. Noar
one o'clock I notified Mre. Owen, ths sec-
retary, that on account of the quantity cf
rain that had fallsn, necessarily m.king
Georgetown track very heavy aud uusuit-
able for trotting, I would not start my
horse next day. Again, at a quarter to
seven o'clock (taking witnesses with me
each time), I telephoned the secretary th t
it was still raining very hard and that 1
would not start Elmo Tuesday, but if fiue
Tuesday morning I would send the horse to
Georgetown and wait for a suitable day and

track. This I did to conform to rule seven-
teen, section first, of the rules of the

were on the ground. Now, Mr, Editor,

nterested man who reads this letier, was
there & day lust week suitable for a race cn
the Georgetown Driving Park ! Every day
[ had advices from Georgetowa and every
day was informed it would take a weck of
fine weather to put the track ia suirable
condition for a race. One word more and
I am done with horse-razing. [spent much
time and some money this year peepariug
Elmo for the September races. He was in
tine condition ten days before the day of
the meeting when he most uunfoitunately
took the hoise distemper which completely
“knocked him out.” Elmo was the meaus
of bringing hundreds of people to the
races, his performance last year wnace him

about his illness, principally by those
