A Purt of South Africa That May be Come
pared te Switzerland,
miles north-northeast of
Basutoland the eat Kathlamba rang
rises in very bold slopes from the coas
levels behind Delagoa Bay, and the scea
ery of the valleys and p s is said to be
extremely grand.
