282.800 Eligible To
Vote In N.B. Today

FREDERICTON, Sept. 21-—(CP)
—After more than two months of
campaigning, candidates for the
next New Brunswick Legislature
enjoyed a rest today while
awaiting tomorrow's verdict by
the electorate.

The party receiving a mandate
to govern the province for the
next four or five years will be
decided between 9 am, ADT,
when polls open, and the closing
time of 7 p.m,

Administration of the province's
affairs will either continue un-
der- the Liberal Government of
.Hon. John B, McNair, Premier for
the last 12 and a half years, or
pass to Progressive Conservatives
led by H, J. Flemming. ‘No other
party has enough candidates to
form a government.

The decision rests with about
282,800 men and women who have
been registered as eligible to vote.
Saint John City leads the 17 con-
stituencies in the number of elec;
tors with a total of 32,996, fol-
lowed by Westmorland County
with nearly 28,000 and Gloucester
County with 27,079. .

Liberals have held power since
1935. In that year A. A. Dysart,
Premier McNair's predecessor, led
the Liberal forces to victory over
the Conservative Government of
the late L. P, D. Tilley.

The last election, in June, 1948,
resulted in ‘a Liberal sweep of
47 seats. Progressive Conserva-
tives won the other five. The
standing at dissolution of the 52-
gseat Legislature July 16: Liberals
46 and Progressive Conservatives
five, with one vacancy in the
three-member riding of Kent.

NEW YORK, Sept. 21 —(AP) —
Some United States newspapers,
including supporters of the:Repub-
lican ticket, called Saturday for the
resignation of Senator Richard
Nixon as the Republican vice-pres-
idential candidate. Others adopted
a “walt-and-see” policy.

The U. S. press took its varied
stand In editorials commenting on
the Californian's acceptance of
$18,000 from political supporters.

Nixon has sald the money was
used to help meet expenses of his
office.

The New York Herald Tribune, a
supporter of the Dwight D. Eisen-
hower-Nixon Ticket, said Nixon
should “make a  formal offer of
withdrawal from the ticket” and
let Eisenhower decide what to do.

The New York Times, also back-
ing the ticket ,says that Republican
leaders should decide whether Nix-
on's “record in this matter has not
impaired fatally his usefulness” as
a candidate.

Somewhat the same sort of opin-
ion was expressed in Washington
where the Post, another Eisen-
hower supporter, recalled that
Nixon had urged the resignation
in 1951 of Willlam Boyle and Guy
Gabrielson as national chairmen of
the Democratic and Republican
Parties because of their activities
in connection with R.F.C. loans

Nixon has said that their resig-
nations would help restore public
confidence in the Federal Govern-
ment. | :

NEW YORK, Sept. 18 — What is
the' average income of Charlotte-
town families? How much is avall-
able to them fo~ spending, aftep
income taxes? How do they spend
it? .
Answers to these questions, much
sought after “for commercial rea-
sons, are contained in the new
copyrighted survey of buying pow-
er, coveripg Canada and the Unit-
ed States, prepared by Sales Man-
agement. .
The figures show that higher in-
comes and a better standard of liv-
ing prevail locally. Charlottetown
families recorded net earnings in
1951, after deduction for taxes, of
$14,738,00. This was a gain over
the $12,699,000 net income of the
previous year.

Divided by the 3800 families in
the city, it represented earnings of
$3,878 per family, which was great-
er'than the $2,741 earned per fam-
ily, on the average, throughout the
Province of Prince Edward Island.
The figures, it is pointed out, are
arithmetical averages, obtained by
dividing total income by total num-
ber of families.

Murray Harbor Man
Collapses, Dies During
Fire At Barn Sunday

Mr. Norman MacAulay, age T,
collapsed of a heart attack at his
home near Murray Harbour yes-
terday morning, while engaged in
attempting to put out a fire at his
barn which had ignited some time
previously.

About 7:30 a. m. Mr. MacAulay,
who lived alone, apparently notic-
ed that his barn, near his house
was on fire ,and went out to try to
extigulsh the hlaze. Other neigh-

|pors, attracted by the smoke, ga-
{ thered, but lack of water hindered

their efforts, and before long the
parn had been consumed. During
the time the barn was burning Mr.
MacAulay was scen to throw burn-
ing pleces of wood bhack on the fire
to prevent it from spreading
through the tall grass to his home
nearby. When it was apparent
that they were unable to do any-
thing, and that the house was in
no danger, most of the neighbors
departed.

About 0 a. m. Mr. MacAulay was
found dead near the fence on the
east side of the barn where he had
succumbed from a heart attack
brought on by excitement and ex-
ertlon. The doctor and the R. C. M.
P. of Montague detachment were
immediately called.

Coroner Dr. G. S. A. Inman or-
dered an inquest which was held
at the home. A jury was impan-
nelled, to include Lorne Stewart,
foreman; Pred White, Wallace
Penny, Bruce Gormley, Willlam
Keenan, Garnet Irving and Laurfe
Herring.

Dr. Lester Brehaut, the first
witness, stated that he had treat-
ed Mr. MacAulay for the past two
years for a heart condition, and
that he had prescribed digitoxin.

A statement of Mr. Arnett Stew-
art, Murray Harbor, was read in
which he <tated that he was awak-
ened about 8 a. m. to go to the
fire. On arrival he saw that Mr,
MacAulay’s barn was too far gone,
and he shortly returned home. He
