of hearts. The sin-
gleton lead is avoided. in this
case, in line with the general
theory that with four trumps
headed by an honor it is best
to lead a long suit rather than
a short suit. The hope is that
repeated heart leads will force
declarer to ruff and thus weak-
en his control of trumps.
