Canaaian PM

OTTAWA (CP)—Prime Minis-
iter Diefenbaker said Monday
that, as far as he is concerned,
there will be no Canadian Cheq-
uers.

Chequers is the British prime
minister’s official country res-
idence.

Mr. Diefenbaker said he has no
intention of turning the Harring-
ton Lake federal district commis-
sion residence into a countiry
home for -Canadian prime minis-
ters.

The two-storey frame house,
locatel about 15 miles north of
Ottawa in the Gatineau Hills, has
been used by Mr. Diefenbaker
occasionally during summer
weekends.

H. W. Herridge (CCF — Koot-
enay West) suggested in the
Commons that if Mr. Diefenbaker
is to -turn this into his official
country home, then he ought to
do this through legislation.

He didn't begrudge the prime
minister a country retreat. All
the ‘“‘great” men of history from
Solomon . to Roosevelt had had
their country places. But he sug-
gested that Mr. Diefenbaker’s
tenure of Harrington Lake was
“rather irregular.”

The house was one of a num-
ber owned by the federal dis-
trict commission, a government
agency. But the Commons had
not been informed under what fi-
nancial arrangements Mr. Dief-
enbaker used this residence.

Having Canadian Chequers

Is Opposed To

Mr. Herridge said jokingly that
if it were a .question of *‘trial
occupancy’’ or similar arrange-
ment, then Justice Minister Ful-
ton could occupy an empty pen-
itentiary temporarily; Defence
Minister Pearkes could use a de-
commissioned destroyer; Post-
master-General Hamilton could
turn an antiquated mail van into
a trailer; and Works Minister
Green could convert the base-
ment of the National Printing Bu-
reau into a private swimming
pool. >

Mr. Diefenbaker described Mr.
Herridge's  discourse as ‘“love’s
labor lost.”” There was no ques-
tion of the residence being “oc-
cupied” as an official country
home by the prime minister. He
and his officials had spent only
a few days there this summer,
perhgps only five or six days at
the most.

M. Herridge would be “as
astray as possible” if he believed
a great wrong had been done the
Canadian public,
