Bishop McDonnell performed the ceremony
f dedication, Cardinal Gibbons preached
s most eloquent sermon. Cardinal
Gibbons announced as his text: “Goye,
therefore, and teachall nations; baptizing

them inthe name of the Futher, and of ti e
Son, and of the Holy Spirit; teaching then
to observe al! things whatever I have
commanded yon; and behold I amwith
you all days until the end of the world.”

His Eminence spoke substantially :s
follows: The Cathol.c religion alone, as
the name implies, is universal, cosmopoli-
tan, world-wide. The number of Catho-
lies in the World is computed at about twe
hundred and thirty millions. They have
all one Lord, one Faith, oae Baptism, one
Creed. They receive the same sacra-
ments, they worship at the same altar,
they pay spiritual allegiance to one com-
mon head. The creed of the Catholic
church is nowidentical with what it was
in past ages. The same gospel of peace
that Jesus Christ prerched on the mount;
the ramedoctrine that St. Peter preached
at Antioch is ever preachedin the throu-
hout the globe f.om January to Decem
ver. “Jesus Christ yesterday, and today
and forever.” The church has seen king-
doms rise and fall. She has seen mon-
archies change into republics, and repub-
lies change into empires. She has looked
on while the-Goth and the Vandal, the
Saxon and Saracen invaded the fairest
portions of Europe, upsetting thrones and
demolishing cities. All this she has seen,
while her one divine constitution remains
unchanged.
The cardinal closed his discourse by con-

gratulating the members on the dedica-
ton of the beautiful edifice.

Act to Impose a Direct Tax on Certain Classes
