Awarded $20,000
In Traffic Death

OTTAWA, (CP)—Mrs. Antoinette
Houle Kenny of Montreal Monday
was awarded $20,000 in damages
from the crown for the death of her
husband in an auto accldent Dec.
11, 1950.

Mr. Justice Alphonse Fournier of
the Exchequer Court awarded her
$15000 and their two daughters
$5,000, and ruled that the crown
could recover the money from the
two drivers involved,

Mrs. Kenny had claimed a total
of $76,640 in damages for the death

of her husband, Sgt.Maj. Henry
J&mes Kenny, killed in an accident
60 miles west of Sherbrooke, Que.

Mr. Justice Fournier ruled that
Louis Philippe Lacroix, of Sher-
brooke, driver of one of the auto-
mobiles involved, was 70-per-cent
responsible and that Lieut. Joseph
Albert Arcand of Montreal, driver
of the car in which Sgt.-Maj. Kenny
was riding, was  30-per-cent re-
sponsible,

In his ruling, he sald that both
were driving at a dangerous speed
in view of icy road conditions on
the highway between Sherbrooke
and Montreal.

authorities or the two federal ad-
ministrations—or perhaps all to-
gether—would begin discussions as
to how the navigation plans are to
be worked out.

Main question in the discussions
will be the location of canals in
the International rapids sections of
the river.

The Canadian government wants
the canals on this side of the river,
in line with an agreement negoti-
ated with the Truman administra-
tion in 1951 at a time of congres-
sional inaction on a joint project
for the shipping facilities.

CANALS ON U.S. SIDE

Last maqnth, however, Congress
finally acted on the joint project,
specifying that the canals are to
be built on the U.S. side. Congress
appropriated about $100,000,000 for
the work.

Prime Minister St. Laurent said
May 6 Canada is still ready to do
the navigation work alone, and that
remains the government attitude.

Apart from the location of the
27-foot canals, points to be ironed
out include the question of tolls,
division of costs and a timetable
for the construction of the shipping
facilities. These will be somewhat
slower than the hydro works.

On the electricity side, the On-
tario Hydro-Electric Power Com-
mission and the New York State
Power Authority agreed Monday
on a construction schedule for
power, setting an objective of
power sales in four years.

Preliminary work on navigation
has been in progress for some
time, but it is expected actual con-
struction on this phase will be per-
