the granis were madefor this year’s expen-
diture only; but Mr. Newbery now pre-

sents a statement of account showing a con-

siderable deficit, including a balance

no evident means for discharging the in-
debtedness. The feeling of the meeting

held yesterday was undoubtedly that the
grants should be devoted to this year’s ex-
penditure only (for which purpose they
would be sufficient), and that while Mr,
