An agreement between the Fed-'

eral Government and the Prince
Edward Island Government on
the Hillsborough Bridge was sign- |
ed on April 18, 1900 between the
then Federal Minister of Railways
and Canals and the P.E.I. Gov-
ernment. Under this pact, the
Province was to pay first $12,.
000 a year and later $9,750 a year
to the cost of the structure. In
addition, the Province agreed to
maintain planking of the section|
outside of the rails and to keep
watchmen on duty at each end
of the bridge. H

Mr. Matheson told the Guar-|
dian this afternoon that in his|
opinion. removal of the bridge!

The Premier said that since
1900, the Province had paid out
more than $500,000 for the Hills-
borough Bridge, taking into con-
sideration the pay of the watch-
men, cost of maintenance and
lump sums annually. In addition,
he said that the bridge was not
a sound structure in the first
place but had been brought to
Prince Edward Island after it had
been condemned when it span-
ned the Miramichi River. Mr.
Matheson has the complete his-
tory and documentation of the
bridge im his portfolio here and
indicated he would press his stand
on the issue vigorously.

CNR Relieved
Of Responsibility

OTTAWA, (CP)— The CNR has
been relieved of any further res-
ponsibility for a dilapidated, 55-
year-old bridge spanning the Hills-
borough river outside Charlotte-
town, P.E.L.
