TAWA (CP) — Sharp in-
creases in postal rates for
printed matter, registered mail,
special delivery service, money
orders and C.0.D. parcels were
announced Friday by Post-
master-General Denis

postal deficit will result unless
the changes are made.

Effective Nov. I, registration
fees will vary from 35
cents, according to the amount
of indemnity requested by the
mailer.
