Strangely enough, the in-
cubator is shaped something like a coflin,
while its particular aim is to keep babies
vut ot eoffine. There are two kinds of
baby incubators and they differ somewhat
in coustruction. The babies are taken out
of the incubators at the Maternity hospi-
tul to get their nourishment directly from

e baby is nourished without being re-
moved from its snug little nest.

e moment a baby for the incubator
arrives at the Maternity hospital the white-
capped nurses and doctors gathber about
hie little wooden box, which rests upon a
stand some three or fonr feet high. Baby
is swathed very carefully in warm clothes,

ud is then weighed, clothes and all, be-
{ore he is laid inside and the glass cover is
placed over him.

Uuderneath the board upon which the
little mite rests are three bottles that are
kept constantly full of hot water. The air
passing 1 from below flows over these and
through an opening in the board into the
‘namber where the infant is. A thermom-
vter keeps the attendant continually in-
formed as to the temperature, and a little
aluminum anenometer in the small chim-
uey throogh which the air escapes, and
which furnishes the dranght that keeps
the baby supplied with fresh air, always
indicates whether or not the circulation of
air is good.

The weight is a very important matter.
One baby in the incubator is weighed
every day. A healthy baby should show
a slight diurnal increase in weight, and if
the doctors find that the diminutive patient
is not growing heavier they seek remedies
for his indisposition. This is the truest
method they have of ascertaining the
baby’s progress, and therefore the greatest
cave is taken that its clothes shall always

e of the same weight, as two or three
ounces is a considerable increase for a
young man or woman whose aggregate
weight is only six, seven or eight pounds.
About 70 per cent. of the “incubated”
babies have lived, and at least 50 per cent.
of these would have died but for the in-
