CLIMAll'E AND DISEASE.

Proper Choice of Climate for an Invalid is
a Nice Question,

The London Lancet in a recent issue
discusses the views put fortk with regard
to the influence of elimate on disease by
Dr. Hermann Weber and Dr. Michael
Foster, in an article which appears in
the first volume of Allbutt's ‘‘System of
Medicipe.”’ As the subject is an interest-
ing and important one, it may be well
to outline the conclusions which are sup-
ported by high authority.

It has been said that the subject is an
important one, but the extent of its im-
portance until lately was not recognized
fully. Formerly olimatic treatment was
almost restricted to diseases of the res-
piratory organs; now we know that the
treatment of almost every chronic devia-
tlon from health may be assisted by
judicial change of climate. What is still
often lacking on the part of patients and
practitioners alike is preocision in the
cholce of locality and a due appreciation
of the capabilities and limitations cf
climatio treatment. It is as absurd for a
physician to recommend a given place on
general principles as it is for a diseased
person to assume that change of air
alone will suffice to oure his malady.
Even in the case of phthisls, which has
received an exceptional amount of atten-
tion and study, the selection of a sult-
able olimate is often a difficult problem,
not merely from the obscurity of the:
subject, but also owing to the fact that:
choice is often circumscribed by ex-
traneous considerations. Thus, if a pa- !
tient be poor, a locality must be selected
where there sre facilities for earning a |
livelihood; and, in any event, the need

of securing suitable accommodations and i

congenial surroundings and companion-
ship must be kept
theoretically desirable on meteorological |
grounds, may be too inaccessible, or there
may be a lack of civilized society, occu-
pation and amusement.

Passing over these secondary ques-
tions, which complicate the matter, we |
come to the primary inquiry whether in
the case of phthisis calling for climatic
treatment, high altitudes are likely to be
suitable. It will not do to assume that
the answer will be always in the affirm-
ative. Sometimes it is better for the pa-
tient to go to such a seaside resort as the
Riviera, or to the Nile Valley, or to an
island like Madeira; sometimes a sea
voyage should be recommended. There
is no doubt that eariy cases of unilateral
or bilateral phthisis in young and fairly
vigorous persons, in whom the disease is
of a limited character, should be sent to
a mountainous region,
or Colorado or the Adirondacks.

These are pronounced by the Lancet to
be thoroughly sound rules. It nsed to be
taught in the profession that if a phthisi-
cal patient had suffered from hemorrh-
age, this shouid be regarded as a bar to
either a sen voyage or the mountains.
The true view is, according to the Lan-
cet, that while an existing or very recent
hemorrhage precludes a change of oli-
mate altogether, past hemorrhage is no

bar to the mountains or to a sea VOyage. !

The contra-indications to the sea are
laryngeal and intestinal complications
and fever; on the other hand, a sea voy-

age is useful where phthisis is part of a i

general breakdown from overwork, or in
cases of limited lung consolidation with-
out fever. The Riviera is deemed a suit-
able place of sojonrn for persons who find
the Alps, or mountains of equal latitude,
too cold, or where phthisis is complicated
with catarrhal pneumonia or bronchitis.
Madeira is preferable whers there i
much irritability of the mucous mem-
brane,
Egypt are those who find even the Riv-
fera too cold, or those in whom phthisis
i« associated with albuminuria, provided
there has been no great destruction of
lung tissue; and those, finally, whose
conspicuous symptoms are insomnia and
nervous Jrritability.

The leading econtra-indications to
Egypt are intestinal ulceration, or a ten-
dency to diarrhoea, or the early occur-
rence of acute 7§ ic sympt
Thus we see what a mistake it is to take
for granted that all sufferers from
phthisis are benetited .by the mountain
