TERRIFIC EARTHQUAKE AT JAVA.
The Java papers of the 1éth June give full
particulars of the dreadful earthquake which
oceurred in the island on the morning ol the
10th of June. It was very destructive in the
districts of Cheribon, Pekalongan, Banjoemas,
Bazelen, Samarang, Djokjdokarta, and Soura-
karta.
