we have been told for many
years that many farm people are
interested in moving into the: city
and are generally dissatisfied
with their lot in life. Present day
opinion — at least present day
bpinion as represented by Farm
Forums jn this province — does
pot appear to bear this belief out.
Js public opinion changing, or has
rural living been catching up on
urban to the point where farm
people now feel that they have
some real advantages?

The Forums were asked to list
the different factors which they
thought should be considered in
arriving at a decision as to who
was better off. In numerical or-
der of selection the factors men-

tioned were — Independence .of
farmer, Income, Security, Social
Life and Recreation, Actual

working hours, Modern conven-
fences, Health, Education, Fam-
ilv's welfare, Sense of achieve-
ment, and Working conditions.
Other factors mentioned were Cul-
tural aspects, Married status,
ownership and Free week-ends.

After having carefully consid-
ered the question, 60% of the
Forum groups reporting had come
to the conclusion that the farmers
are better off than are urban
workers. The balance were either
divided in their opinion, had no
answer or favored urban life. As
a sample of a typical quotation,
Wheatley River Forum said —
“We think the biggest factor in
deciding that the farmer is bet-
ter off than the urban worker is
his independence, no bars to
work under, also the farm is a
better place to raise a family. A
good farmer has a great sense
of achievement in watching his
animals and crops grow under
his guidance.”

Lot 7 Farm Fourm (West Cape)
balanced up their views in this
way — “We consider the urban
worker has the advantage is re-
garded to modern home appli-
ances which many farm homes
have mot. He has shorter work
hours and less worries while the
farmer has many problems. He
also has better education facili-
ties, health insurance and un-
employment insurance in the dity.
While the farmer has healthier
employment, not under a boss,
with a much better place to raise
a family. His work is not so
monotonous and has more chance
#n develop creative ability”.

ducer and exporter of potatoes.
In the 1953-1954 season over three
million bushels of seed were ship-
ped. n addition over three mil-
hon bushels of ‘‘Ware' potatoes
(table stock) were exported,
added to this was a similar a-
mount  processed at home. The
wop grown on 139 thousand acres,
of which 30 thousand acres were
seed, was valued at 2% million
pounds.

GOOP SEED

Men have been told from the
eailiest times that ““As ye sow,
50 shall ye reap”’ and both scien-
tific agriculturalists and exper-
fence have demonstrated to the
farmer that the planting or sow-
Ing of good seed is the first step
In growing a good crop. In spite
of this information surveys made
of seed grain sown in the prov-
Ince established the fact that a
larce percentage of farmers are
using seed of very, very indif-
ferent quality. This should not be
80 when seed cleaning facilities
are available to remove the weed
seeds and poorly developed ker-
nels. Now is a very good time to
start thinking about getting the
spring supply of seed grain
cleaned up and ready for seeding.
