Southworth’s initial Boston con-
tract. was a long-term affair that
called for a $35,000 annual salary.
After the 1947 season, however,
Southworth was signed to a new
five-year agreement -that was re-
ported to guarantee him $250,000
over the five years.

The impending 'Southworth de-
parture from the Braves was an-
nounced by Quinn in Chicago this
aftenoon, shortly before the Braves
were shutout, 3-0 by the Cubs.
