The strike began in March, 1039,
when “Old Jim,” fired a union
bartender. '

The union called out all the other
bartenders and set up a picket line,

This only made “Old Jim" more
stubborn.

He hired pretly non-union bar-
maids instead—and business seem-
ed to prosper.

“Old Jim” and the union settied
down for a long siege.

Over the days, months and years
the pickets carrying placards paced
the sidewalk in front of the
saloon—through the Second World
War and into the atomic age.

Became Tradition

They became a tradition—a vir-
tual Jandmark—in Dun Laoghaire.
Thousands of tourists went out of
their way to get a look.

“Old Jim"” bore no bitterness.
And the pickets—paid by the un-
jon—held no hard feelings toward
him personally. .
