Powze or Sream Usper Grear Pressure.—It has been
remarked by very able chenists that gunpowder is one
thonsand times denser thay the atmosphere. 1, therefore,
one thousand cubic inches of atmosplere were com-
pressed into one inch, the one inch will be of the same
surengti as one cubic inch of gunpowder. Steam pos-
sesses about one-half the gravity (or weight) of the at-
mosphere; tirerefore, il 1,728 inches of steam; which can
be generated fromn one singie cubic inch of water, were
compressed into one inch, it would become nearly twice
the strength of one cubic inch of gunpowder. This fact
will illustrate the great expansive force of stecam. from
these data app. ly, ding to the size,
and area of the boiler, its explosive power may be esti-
mated; therefore we nead not be surprised that those re-
sults ensue, wherein tuns weight of material are driven to
great distances by the explosions of steam boilers.

Suicioe by e Eserenor Nicuonas.—-At an inquiry,
held before Mr. Wakley, into the circumstances atten:

ner, in remarking upon the case, observed : * In the case
of the Emperor Nicholas, his death was put down to par-
alpsis of the lungs and bronchitis, which, according to
the symptoms described, was known by us medical men
to be impossible, and to have been stated only to deceive
the public mind. The official dosument describing the
Emperor’s death stated that, at the last, he took leave of
