Federal Responsibility

It is unfortunate that the current
controversy over the bankruptcy rac-
ket in Quebec should came in the
midst of an election campaign. It is
a matter which calls for dispassionate
treatment, and that is what it cannot
get on the hustings. But the need is
plain for a thorough overhaul of the
Bankruptcy Act—a federal statute—
and this brings the issue clearly with-

Justice Minister Cardin has stated
that major changes in the act, to plug
existing loopholes, would be under-
takeh next year. But as the Toronto
Telegram points out, the government
that is elected on Nov. 8—whether
Liberal or Conservative—need not
wait until 1966 to deal with this seri-
‘ous problem. Parliament could be
convened late in November, and the
overhaul of the statute should be”
given priority.

Fraudulent bankruptcies in Que-
bec have already resulted in losses of
over $100. million, arson and lime-pit
murders: Four bodies, believed to be
key witnesses in bankruptcy cases,
-have already been uncovered. Quebec
Justice Minister Claude Wagner has
said that perhaps as many as 10 or 12
people have been slain. >

Hundreds of people have suffered
losses in the bankrupt companies
controlled by one organization alone,
nor are the victims confined to Que-
bec province. Why, then, should the

tendent of bankruptcy at Ottawa be
regarded as a confidential document
—not available even to Parliament
on demand?
The existing law is totally unsatis-
_factory here, and there is need also
for some system of policing the legis-
lation after it has been thoroughly re-
vamped. The Toronto paper suggests,
among other things, the establishment
of an RCMP bankruptcy division
-which could operate in the same man-
ner as that of the RCMP narcotics
branch; also that some legal aid be
made available to the victims of bank-
" ruptcy rackets who cannot afford to
launch prosecution on their own,.and
that regulations concerning the ap-
pointment of trustees be tightened.
Successive governments have side-
tracked this important matter for too
long. Further unnecessary delay
would only put a premium on more
crime. There is need for prompt ac-
tion and our party leaders should be
_speaking with united voice to this
effect.

Wetherill Mesa experts believe
a disaster similar to the Dust
Bowl of the 1930’s drove the In-
dians from the mesas and cliff
homes about A.D. 1300. The ac-
cumulated evidence: some 30,
000 museum specimens, 10,177
photographic negatives and
prints, and more than 1,000 color
slides of the dwelling site.

UNIQUE EXCAVATION

Wetherill Mesa’'s cliff com-
munity stood in one of the many
canyons in Mesa
Verde National Park— aforest-
ed, canyon-carved plateau whose
name means ‘‘green table” In
Spanish. The Wetherill ruins
will be opened to the public in
1967 or 1968.

The exhaustive diggings and
research at Wetherill Mesa
have been hafled as one of the
most. thorough archeological ex-
plorations ever ufidertaken in
the United States. The interpre-
tive approach in considering
such aspects as the change in
aboriginal diet, trends and
shifts in population; and rela-
tionship' between~ climate and
human occupation, will ' serve as
a pilot study for future digs by
| the National Park Service.
