Ix the burry of the election prepara-

itinus Tue Examizer overlooked the con-
|

clusion, a few davs ago, of the course of
lectures aelivered to the law students of
this city by the Master of the Rolls. The
course embraced lectures on the
Real Property and on Sales f Personal
Property. The lectures took place on Fri-

[ day evening and Saturday afternoon of

each week, beginning on the last week of
Sep‘ember. Iu dealing with the eubject of

real property the usual text books were

used with the aid of large charts on which
the many different kinds of estates were
classified and arranged in order. This
“genealogical tree” of the history ofthe laws
relating to real property was ‘simply in-
valuable to the students and aided as
much in the study of this subject as maps
do in the study of the physical features of
a country.

The lectures on sales were conducted
on the principle of the Harvard system

[ | of case reading. The students were pro-

vided with copies of “Williston on Sales,”
which contained all the principal English
and American cases reported arranged

[ | and classified under the usua! divisicns of

the law on the subject.

The lectures ou Sales were, perhaps,
the most interesting, and were greatly ap-
preciated by the students. While tracing
from a collection of judicial decisions the
gradual development or modification of

[ the leading principles on which the law of
, sales is founded until those principles be-
|came firmly settled and established by be-

ing imbedded in the judgment of the
highest court of the empire, the stadents
were being instructed in owve of the high-
est branches of the profession—the art of
sifting from a mass of coatradictory deci-

[ | sious the guiding principles of the law,

reconciling those eases in apparent con-
flict and detecting the fallacy of ratis
decedendi of those in direct conflict. Theve
lectures must be of incalculable benefit to
the law stndents, equalling, if not sur-
passing, in value the experience gained by
wany vears’ practice.

The law siudents would indeed be un-
worthy of their high calling if they did
not f el in the higheat degree grateful to
Dr. Hodgson for the great work he has
undertaken in fitting them for their pro-
fession. The well-known abilities of Br.
Hodgson as a teacher united with his
thorough knowledge of the law eminently
qualify him to deliver a course of lectures
on legal subjects and the law students of
this city must be congratulated on haying
such a rare opportunity of acquiring a
comprehensive knowledge of the law. At
a special meeting of the Law Students
Association of Charlottetown held on Fri-
day evening the following resolution was
passed unanimously :—

“Whereas, The course of ieciures which
we have had the privilege of attending
duriog the past winter is now completed
ard it becomes us to place on our miinutes
a fitting expression of our appreciation of
the lectures, and our gratitude to Dr.
Hodgson for his self-denying efforts in
preparing us for our profession.

Be it thercfore resolved, That we place
on record our deep feeling of indebtedness
to the learned Docter for his unsparing
efforts for our welfare, ard for the iuter-
esting and instructive course ¢f lectures
delivered by him during the past winter,
and that the Secretary forward a copy of
this resolution to His Lordship conveying
with it the resolve of the individual mem-
bers of the Association that the events of
the future will not cause him to regret the
couree he has taken nor the labor expend-
ed on their behalf.”

The lectures will be resumed at the
close of the mid<ummer vacation.
