A Dreadful Dream

We had a dreadful dream the
other night. It was to the effect
that Soviet Russia had finally be-
come a democracy, and that it was
on the hustings—and mot in the
dark recesses of the Kremlin—that
the Cuban situation was being de-
bated. We are not clear whether
Mr, Khrushchev himself was run-
ning on a popular ticket, or whether
it fwas just some kind of a congres-
sional election that was on. At any
rate the Soviet Premier seemed to
be campaigning actively, and to be
under attack from his Stalinist op-
nonents for making a too timid
response to American war threats.

Then came President Kennedy's
blockade proclamation against
Cuba, and Mr. Khrushchev hasten-
ed back to Moscow from some out-
lying district where he had been
speechmaking about his new arms
buildup and boasting that he would
never yield another inch to Western
plutocrats. His party chiefs were
awaiting him in the capital, and
they made it clear to him that he
couldn’t backtrack now—that this
new American challenge must be

met head-on, or they would all be
finighed at the polls.

Mr. Khrushchev, in our dream,
argued against precipitate action;
but his colleagues reminded him
that the election was only a week or
so away, and that it was now or
never so far as they were concerned.
“If you, Mr. Chairman, act ‘chicken”
now,” said one of his lieutenants in
ringing tones, “then our goose is
cooked.”

So the die was cast. (Another
mixed metaphor doesn’t matter in
a dream like this!) Mr. Khrushchev
ordered his Cuban transports to
make full speed ahead, called out
the Russian navy and air force
and told them to shoot their way
through. The news was broadcast
to cheering millions of his support-
ers. The situation was saved; the
Opposition was on the run.

Almost simultaneously—or so it
seemed—the election results in both
the big power nations were an-
nounced. Those in office in both
countries were returned overwhelm-
ingly, and the resulting jubilations
quite drowned out the cannonading
in the Caribbean. But not for long.
A noise like nothing ever before
heard on earth proclaimed the real
advent of the nuclear age. And then,
all that was worth fighting for in
both hemispheres went up in mon-
strous clouds of rubble and flame.

‘We awakened at this stage,
panic-stricken—to learn that the
Cuban erisis was over. Whether it
was Kennedy or Khrushchev who
had “backed down” we didn't wait
to ask. We uttered a heartfelt
_ “Thank God!" and fu]l devoutly
to our prayers.

With the modern aerial camera
it is no longer necessary to fly over
the territory to be photographed,
Using a technique of “peripheral
photograph; the cameras could
easily take pictures covering the 80-
mile width of Cuba, Synchronized
with these forward-pointing cam-
eras are others pointing obliquely
and directly downward. From these
banks of cameras used in modern
reconnaissance planes comes a ser-
ies of photographic mosaics, each
covering hundreds of square miles,

In analyzing the pictures, the
interpreters use mechanical afds,
such as magnification of various
parts of a photograph, or microscopic
lenses that give a stereoscopic
dimension of the pictures. But be-
yond the really discernible, the clues
in Cuban pictures came in different
ways, such as a rocket tail ring once
seen on a rocket paraded through
Red Square or a new scar on the
earth. This technique of looking
for changes in a sequence of photo-
graphs was used to spot both the
TL-28 jet bombers and the inter-
mediate range ballistic missile bases.

Tremendous Program

While world attention centres on
the European Common Market's im-
pressive growth, other changes are
taking place as a result of this
unique movement.
and bankruptey laws, a unified
transportation investment policy and
a single fuels policy are being pre-
pared. A job-retaining program has
been started for workers in indus-
tries hurt by internal tariff costs.

The Community has its own
executive branch, its own courts of
justice, its own European parlia-
ment with advisory powers. It even
has independent diplomatic contacts
with the United States and 29 other
nations, which have accredited dip-
lomatic missions directly to the
organization.

The creation of the Common
Market, which has forced Britain to
discard the centuries old tradition
of isolation from the continent and
seek entry, has brought neutrals to
the door as well. Tt has produced
vital changes in American trade
policies. Even the Soviets are pub-
licly showing concern about its ef-
fects on the Commumist bloc.

All this within the four years
and seven months since the Treaty
of Rome officially took effect, join-
ing 167 million Frenchmen, West
Germans, Italians, Belgians, Luxem-
bourgers and Netherlanders in a new
alliance. The treaty originally pro-
vided a transition period of 15 years
to ease the impact of a new common
market on the six economfes; but
this schedule already has been ac-
celerated.

The movement Is destined, if It
goes on, to make wars as outmoded
as tariffs among the nations sub-
scribing to it. That, at least, is how
the founders havé planned it. They
now have a school—not far from
the famous battlefield of Waterloo
near Brussels—that moulds “Euro-
peans”, teaching its 1,150 pupils to
speak four languages fluently by
the time they have reached the high
school stage, and drawing their
countries into new unities.
