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Grain, Potato Crowns Are
Awarded At Toronto Fair

TORONTO, Nov. 13 — (CP) —
Two Western Canada farmers won
world championship grain titles at
the Royal Winter Fair today. A
third world title went to an Illinois
man for the second successive time
and an Ontario farmer again won
the potato crown.

The victory of Chris Morck of
Dickson, Alta., in the rye division
and Adbert Kessel of Rosetown,
Sask., in barley would appear suf-
ficient to dispel the fear of Wesl-
ern seed-growers that an August
frost may hurt the West's tradi-
tional superiority in ‘the grain
contest.

E. W. Doubet of Hanna City, Ill,
repeated his 1949 performance by
winning the corn title.

Arthur  Budarick of Palmer
Rapids, Ont., 100 miles west ot Ot-
tawa, won the world potato cham-
pionship. Last year's winner was
Theodore Despatie of Hanmer,
near Sudbury, Ont.

Still to be announced are win-
ners of world championships in
wheat and oats.

Mr. Kessel almost matched the
win record of John Eliuk of Hairy
Hill, Alta., who last year won both
barley and rye championships. The
Saskatchewan bachelor, who farms
480 acres 60 miles southwest of
Saskatoon, was tops in barley and
second best in rye.

A seed-grain grower since he
took off a Canadian soldier’s uni-
form after the First World War,
he won another “first” with a
grand championship in flax. This
is not a world championship award.

Thomas E. Brown of Cassiis,
Alta., won the barley reserve cham-
pionship.

U. N. Troops Not Ready
For Bitter Korean Winter

ON THE CHONGCHON RIVER
FRONT, Korea, Nov. 13 — (AP) —
A bitterly-cold winter is closing in
on the United Nations army in
North Korea, and the troops arc
not fully equipped for it.

There is an icy touch to the north
wind: the temperature at night is
falling well below freezing; but
many troops still wear cotton
fatigues over long underwear.

Some U, 8. army supply men say
cold-weather equipment is in
Korea and is being distribuled to
frontline units, Yet along the
roads and windswept fields there
are more men in thin cottom- gar~
ments than in woollens.

One officer sald each soldier
should have:

1. A pair of shoepacs with thick
felt lining and at least two pairs
of woollen socks.

2. Long woollen undex"enr.

'

3. Woollen trousers and shirts
and sweater.

4. Windbreaker trousers slipped
over the woollen trousers.

5. A padded lining to wear under
a cotton combat jacket. y

6. Wool-lined gloves or mittens
and a warm cap with ear flaps.

This equipment may have been
distributed to some units, but I
have yet to see a soldier with all
of it.

In January the {emperature av-
erages about six degrees fahren-
heit below zero. This means still
colder weather at times and dan-
ger of frozen hands, feet and faces.

The troops now are chopping
down {rees and ripping timbers
from destroyed buildings for bon-
fires to keep themselves warm.
Combat units, of ocourse, cannot
even have the comfort of camp-

On Eggs, Poultry

OTTAWA, Nov. 13 — (CP) —
The Agriculture Department to-
day announced immediate lifting
of the ban against importation of
eggs, poultry carcasses or parts c!l
carcasses.

The ban will continue to apply
against importation of live poul-
try.

The ban against the importation
of live poultry, eggs and raw poul-
try carcasses was imposed last
July 11 following a serious out-
break of Newcastle disease among
poultry flocks in British Columbia.
Many flocks were destroyed in an
effort to halt spread of the disease.

Since then, the situation has im-
proved sufficiently to permit im-
ports of poultry eggs and carcasses.

It is not known when the ban
will be lifted against the imports
of live poultry.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 13—(AP)—
Representatives of the 12 North
Atlantic Pact countries inciuding
Canada met today to consider plans
for a vast emergency shipping
pool.

Huntington T. Morse, head of the
11-man U, S. delegation, presided
as chairman as the first confer-
ence session got under way behind
closed doors at the State Depari-
ment.

The meeling represents another
step by the 12 Western Allies to
mobilize their econromic and mili-
fary resources as a safeguard
against possible Communist at-
tacks.

The main aim of delegates, of-
ticials said, is to agree on a firm
plan for allocating merchant ships
among member countries in the
event of war,

The 12 countries attending con-
trol about 90 per cent of the
world’s merchant ships. They in-
