Egyptians Claim British Spy

Ring Aimed At

CAIRO (AP) — Egypt Wednes-
day night named two more Brit-
ons—making seven in all — as
members of an alleged spy ring
operating in Egypt.

The government charged that
the Britons, with Egyptian ac-
complices, had pried into Egyp-
tian military secrets for the last
four years.

. Cairo newspapers reported they
planned to overthrow the regime
of President Nasser.

Among at least a half-dozen ac-
cused Egyptians are a journalist
and a naval officer.

written confession of one of three
Britons under arrest.

PROMISE MORE RESULTS

Of the seven accused Britons,
two are embassy secretaries with
diplomatic immunity, They, have
been given until Friday night to
leave Egypt.

Egyptian authorities said a con-
tession from the alleged spy ring-
leader, James Swinburn of the
British-owned Arab News Agency,
named “Mr. O.. Saint John and
Mr. Cox" as former contact men.

30 Convicts In

Prison Break

Are Recaptured, Two Killed

MONTGOMERY, Ala. (AP)—
Despite a heavy guard, 30|§on-
victs fled from a Kilby prison
gravel pit Wednesday in a bold
dash that ended in their capture
and death for two prisoners.

The two men died and seven
others were injured when a pri-
son truck which'the fleeing pris-
oners had stolen was wrecked only
a few miles from the prison.

Two others were woupded by
pursuing guards whe trained rifle
fire at the speeding truck in an
attempt to halt the flight.

Prison director J. M. McCul-
lough said the 30 white prisoners,

were en route under armed guard
to the prison gravel pit to load
two trucks. The prisoners were
in one truck while two guards
trailed behind in another.

When they reached the gravel
pit. McCullough said, two of the
convicts jumped from the truck
body and overpowered the driver,
a prison trusty, and sped away.

Firing at the tires and at the
fleeing convict who had taken the
steering wheel, the guards chased
the prisoners three or four miles
before the fleeing men wrecked
their truck. The uninjured prison-
ers were quickly rounded up.
