wheat to a figure where it will pay them
to take vrain to the market. The farmers
intendto hold their wheat, as the capitalists
of the country are manipulating the price
in order to make fortunes for themselvee
It ix claimed the price to farmers will ad-
vance 25 to 50 per cent. inside of two
months.

The Socialists Have Pockets Too,

Berriys, October 14.—Ata meeting of
anarchists to-day the proceedings of the
recent socialist congress at Brealeu were
discussed. Her Wiese declared the
socialists had lifted the mask and betray-
ed their theory and practice at variance.
Where the party’s pocket began all other
considerations ceased. Another speaker
stated that the membershipof the  social-
ists training schvols declined from 5,000
to 200. The scheols would therefore be
abandoned.

To Be Court-Martialied fur Cowardice.

Maprip. Oct. 14—The crew of the des-
patch boat Vele Mericante, which Cuban
insurgents recently captured, were convey-
ed on a gunboat to Santiago de Cubr,
where they will be court-martialled.
