IT would be difficult for that burlesque |
on legislative bodies, known aas the Legis
lative Council of Prince Edward lsland, to
render itself more theroughly despised than
it now is by every intelligent man in the
Provinee. But a majority of its members |
seen determined to make it more aud more
an object of contempt and disgust. The
taxpayers of this Province have been erying

exected any influence at all, except to keep |
its own hold on the public purse.

[u earrying ont the will of the people, as
expressed at the last geweral elections for
both Couneil and Assembly, the present
Government honestly endeavored to abolish
the Couneil, and submitted measures with
that ebject during the last two sessiens.
On both oecasions these Bills were rejected
by the Council. In 1879 the Cenncil pro-
posed that the Houses should be amalga-
mated, seven members being returned by
the Couneil constituencies and fifteen by
the constituencies for the Assembly. This
year the Gevernment, earnestly desireus of
reducing the publiec burdems, introdueed a
Bill which eonceded many of the west im
portant previsions which the Ceuncil pro-
fassed to desire in 1879. Any person who
did not kmnow the men who compose our
Legislative Couneil, would have supposed
that when the Assewbly had yielded twe
out of three poiuts of ditference, the Coun-
cil would have eonceded the third peint and
that the question would be finally settled,

Instead of this they recede from
their previous ground, when they
find the Assembly advancing to meet

them. They now rise in their demands,
making concession er compromise utterly
fruitless. They now demand that the
Assembly should be reduced eae half and
the wholes Council amalgamated with it
This simply means a blotting ont of the
political privileges of a large minority of
tiie people of this Prevince. We trust we
shall hear of no mere compremises on the
part of the House of Assembly. They must
now see thas they are dealing with men
whose hypocrisy is clear to all. Nething
but an abselute abolitien of the Qouucil
should new be entertained. Safely as
some of the Couneiliors may imagine them-
selves entrenched for the balanee of their
term, they may find that their position is
not invulnerable. There never was a
lwr-mg for which a remmedy caunet be pre-
vided. In the meantime the people will

Ox the 4th of April next, the werk
which it is of the utmost impertanee that
it should be performed with
possible accuracy.

It will be the duty of the peopls to give
the enumerators the fullest information in
their power in regard to all matters of
which eognizance is to be taken, because,

| to be taken, depends, to a certain extent,
the rank which Canada is to take in the
seale of nations.

On some former ceeasions on which the
ceusus enumerators have gone their reunds,
some people harbored the erroneons idea
that they would be taxed according to the
extent of their worldly posseasions, and
were thus deturred frem giving the enum-
erators full and correct information. But
| this idua 13, we think, pretty well exploded
| by this time. Peecple now know that the
taking of the census has nething whatever
to do with the amount of taxation, either
direct or indirect, which may be imposed
upen them. Let this faxation bugbear
prevent uo one whe will "be called on by
the census enumerators, in the course of
two or three weeks, from giving full and
correct information, for there ‘is nothing
whatever in it.

The number of people alive on the 4th
of April—:ihe day on which the enumera-
| tors will eommence their rounds - wiil be
heid to constitute the popalatien, repre-
sented by the census ahout te he taken.
Fer instance, if a person should die between
the 4th of April, ant the day on which the
enumerator should gall at the house where
such death occurred, the name of the person
80 dying will be taken down ; and, on the
ether hand, if a child should be bern be-
| tween the 4th of April and the date on
| which the enumerator may call at the
| honse where this birth teok place, sush
| ehild is not to be counted. This is by

far the best methed to adopt in taking the
eount,

The duties devolving upon the several
Commissioners and Enumerasers are of the
most important character. In order that
the statistics gathered by them: wmay be as
reliable as it 1s pessible to have them, it is
necessary that they should ba particularly
careful in compiling them As the largest
portion eof the subsidy we reeeive frem
the Dominion Government is based upon the
population of the Prevince—and after this
yoar it will be based upon the poputation
as shown by the census about to_be taken—
it will readily be seen that the handing in
of a correct return, is a question of the
greatest moment to our peoeple, every
name omitted to be taken dewn by the
Enumeraters means a loss of 80 cents to
our lecal treasury.

The Conservative Reaction.

ANOTHER SEAT WRESTRD FROM THE GRITS,

THere were two elections for the Deo-
miaten House of Comwons in Quebsc, en
Saturday lass—one in Charlevoix, caused
by the unseating of Mr. Perrault, and the
other in Bellechusse, caused by the unseat-
ing and disqualifieation of Mr. Larne. At
the last General Election, in September,
1878, both these constituencies were carried
by the Grits—Charlevoix by a majority of
116 votes, and Bellechasse, by a majority
of B2, In 1879, a new election toek place

{ in Charievoix, consequent npon the death

of Mr. Tremblay,wien the seat was wrested
from the Gritd by Mr. Perrault, Conserva-
tive, who hus since been unseated. And
though twe Conservatives entered the
field —Perrault and Cimen, the latter being
elected by a majority ef 88 votes—the
Opposition had not the evurage to contest
the election.

In Bellechasse, where Mr. Larwe, the
Gris eandidate, was elected by a majorit
of 116 in 1878, the Conservatives return
their candidate, Mr. Amyot, by the hand-
sonie majority of 300 votes over Mr. Boli-
deau, the Reform candidate! And thus
the reaction spreads, but not in the direc-
tion sighed for by the Grits, who are
beginning to get impatient of the return of
their party te power. But they must pos-
sess their political soulsin patience for some
time longer, if we are to judge of the results
of the many bye-elections that have taken
place sinee September, 1878. And once
more, the people have failed to visit the
Government with their power, in the man-
ner recently threatened by the St. Jobn
Telegraph.
