In
1849 Mr. Barnard in company with 50
other young men left the port of Charlot-
tetown in the brig*‘ Fannie, ” which they
purchased and loaded, setting sail for the
gold fields of California, at which place
after a voyage of six months they arrived.

Here he remained two years, then sailed
from San Francisco for his native place,
but was taken sick and landed on one of
the Sandwich Islands. He remained
amongst the islands for three years, work-

ing with the missionaries and assisting to
build the first mission stations on those
islands, and teaching two of the natives
the trade of house building. There is
now in the hands of his children a beau-
tiful testimonal to his fidelity and upright-
ness, written by one of the chiefs and
translated by one of missionarys in the
island of Molokai. Me. Barnard return-
ed to his native place in 1855, spending
five years with his family. In 1860 here-
moved to Boston, and from thence to
Grand Rapids in 1881. Uniting with the
church here he continued his membership
to the end.
