THE CUOLERA.

The disease which haa been lprendins
death and desolation throughout Egypt, an
js now on the march, by a North Wesiprn
course, " rongh Eurcpe, seems to have tuken
its rise in a ¢y *0dratively emall mass of pu.
tridity in Egypt or A~ Mivor. The origin
was contemptibly insignificast compared
with the awful consequences prodaced. Lh9
little cloud no larger than a man’s haod hag
extended its Limits until it embraces the
whole heavens. The latest advices show that
the cholera bhad reached Auncona in [taly;
it had been in Malta and is now at Gibraltar.
Lt is expeeted in France, and all Paris was
in consterpation. The Eoghish aathorities
are preparing for its reception. The Privy
Conuneil, through their Lord President, have
addressed a circular to all the outports and
some of the towns in Britain. The President
states that, according to the latest informa-
tion, the cholera is on the decline, yet he
points out the extreme importanca of guard-
ing against its approach. Bays the Londoa
Duaily Telegraph :
“ 1t is not deemed necessary, however, to sub-
ject to the restrictions of quarantine such vessels
as cowe from the countries in which the walady
is prevalent: nor iu the preseut state of things,
do we think that so serious an interference with
the interests of trade 18 requisite. Bu’ the Privy
Coureil most wisely 2uggests that provision should
be made in every port for the gratuitous reecp-
tion and wedical treatment of any scawen who
way, on their arrival, be suffering fron eholeia
If no such accemmodation should await thewm,
they are sure, in the words of the circular lotter,
to seck an asylum in the low and dirty lodgin
houses of our seaport towns; and once lodge
there, Lhe disease I1s certaia to radiate towards
districts in which there would be otherwise little
or ro danger of its breaking out. The lanes and
the alleys of our large cilies are at all tiwes the
botbeds of epidewics, and it is to them we must
specially look on the present oceasion. There is
| no timse to lose; those which have not been rigor-
| ously inspected aiready should undergo a minute
‘u-nmny without delay. This is no season for
procrastination—for trusting to what is foolishly
| called good fortune — for relying on the chance
l that the danger may be less than people iagine.
The pestilence may not reach us; but, if 1t do, it
will be here eovn.  We may be unable to keep it
from our shores; but we are at least able, if it
should touch them, to cireumscribe the area of its
ravages and lessen the severity of its strokes.
This, kowever, is a task that docs not fall on the
authorities alone but onc in which atl of us must
take his own part. Let every man sct his owcn
