Olympic Rules Book Enforces
Rigorous Amateur Standards

““An amateur is one who parti-
cipates and always has partici-
pated in sport solely for pleasure
and for the physical, mental or so-
cial benefits he derives therefrom
and to whom participation in sport
is nothing more than recretation
without material gain of any kind,
direct or indirect.”

In an annex to the new rules,
the international committee ampli-
fled the official definition to ex-
clude from Olympic Games any
competitors whose performances
have brought them ‘‘material ad:
vantages' or ‘‘presents which can
easily be converted into money.”

The document reiterates the in-
ternational committee’s objection
to scoring the games on a point
basis and declares: ‘“The games
are not, and must not become. a
contest between nations, which
would be entirely contrary to the
Olympic movement and would
surely lead to disaster.”
