INTERPRETING THE NEWS

Australian U
Civil War In

By LOUIS LECK ‘
Canadian Press Correspondent -
Australia is frankly unhappy
over the outcome of the civil war
in Indonesia, now apparently
dragging to a guerrilla finish.
Australia’s policy from the start
has been strict neufrality, and in
this the federal government has
the solid backing of the country.
But External Affairs Minister
Richard Casey undoubtedly re-
flected national concern when he
wrote in a magazine article just
published:

“Teh greatest threat to. thei
stability of Southeast Asia in re-
cent times has flowed from events
in Indonesia . . . we desire to
see a suitable and democratic
government in~this country, which
is the nearest ‘to our own. We
could be adversely affected by
the emergence of stronger com-
munist influence or by continued
disorder there.”

EMOTIONAL APPEAL.

Rightly or wrongly, a number
of Australian observers now be-
‘lieve that the civil war, whether
“it ends quickly or not, will have
two clear results:

1. In the disturbed conditions
and economic Adislocation that
seem inevitable in Indonesia, the
numerically small but politically
powerful Indonesian Communist
party must gain increasing
strength. President Sukarno is not
a Communist, but some of the
advisers on whom he leans most
heavily in emergencies are Com-
munists.

2. Fresh Indonesian demands
for control of Western New
Guinea, in which Australia is vi-
tally interested, must be ex-

nhappy Over
Indonesia

a rallying call in a divided na-
tion, and now will need its emo-
tional appeal more than ever.

In newspaper and other com-
ment, the gloomiest picture
comes from Denis Warner, Asian|
correspondent for a gorup of
Australian newspapers.
CHINESE UNPOPULAR

Warner sees an arc of Com-
munist power taking shape im-
mediately north of the Australian
continent. Indonesia, he suggests,
will move steadily left toward the
Communist blec, inevitably in-
fluencing Malaya, with which it
has ties of blood and religion,
and Singapore, where already
Chinese Communist pressure is
strong.

Most Australian commentators
see Russia, rather than China, as
the Communist power to which
Indonesia will turn. This is partly
explained by the relative unpop-
ularity in Indonesia of the Chi-
nese minority, which following
the expulsion of the Dutch has
handled most of Indonesia’s bank-
ing and commercial activity.

Since both are participants in
the Colombo Plan, Indonesia has
relied on Australia, more indeed
than on any other country, in the
training of the key technicians
she needs. Present trends, how-
ever, suggest that an increasing
number of young Indonesians will
go to Russia for techmical train-

‘ing. Already there are signs that|

this is haening.
